1 "For the kingdom of heaven is like alandowner who went out early in the morning to hire laborers for
hisvineyard. 2 After agreeing with the laborers for the usual daily wage, he sent them into his vineyard.

15 Am | not allowed
to do what | choose with what belongs to me? Or are you envious because | am generous? 16 So the last
will befirst, and the first will be last.”
