17 While Jesus was going up to Jerusalem, he took the twelve disciples aside by themselves, and said to
them on the way, 18 "See, we are going up to Jerusalem, and the Son of Man will be handed over to the
chief priests and scribes, and they will condemn him to death; 19 then they will hand him over to the
Gentiles to be mocked and flogged and crucified; and on the third day he will be raised." 20 Then the
mother of the sons of Zebedee came to him with her sons, and kneeling before him, she asked a favor of
him. 21 And he said to her, "What do you want?' She said to him, "Declare that these two sons of mine
will sit, one at your right hand and one at your left, in your kingdom." 22 But Jesus answered, "Y ou do
not know what you are asking.
