Old Testament Lesson
Ezra7:27-28, 8:2-36 (NRSV)
Ezra7

27 Blessed be the LORD, the God of our ancestors, who put such athing as thisinto the heart of the
king to glorify the house of the LORD in Jerusalem, 28 and who extended to me steadfast |ove before



the king and his counselors, and before all the king's mighty officers. | took courage, for the hand of the
LORD my God was upon me, and | gathered leaders from Israel to go up with me.

Ezra8

21 Then | proclaimed afast there, at the river Ahava, that we might deny ourselves Y before our God, to
seek from him a safe journey for ourselves, our children, and all our possessions. 22 For | was ashamed
to ask the king for aband of soldiers and cavalry to protect us against the enemy on our way, since we
had told the king that the hand of our God is gracious to all who seek him, but his power and his wrath
are against al who forsake him. 23 So we fasted and petitioned our God for this, and he listened to our
entreaty. 24 Then | set apart twelve of the leading priests: Sherebiah, Hashabiah, and ten of their kin with
them. 25 And | weighed out to them the silver and the gold and the vessels, the offering for the house of
our God that the king, his counselors, hislords, and all Israel there present had offered; 26 | weighed out
into their hand six hundred fifty talents of silver, and one hundred silver vesselsworth . . . talents, Y and
one hundred talents of gold, 27 twenty gold bowls worth athousand darics, and two vessels of fine
polished bronze as precious as gold. 28 And | said to them, "Y ou are holy to the LORD, and the vessels
are holy; and the silver and the gold are afreewill offering to the LORD, the God of your ancestors. 29
Guard them and keep them until you weigh them before the chief priests and the Levites and the heads
of familiesin Isragl at Jerusalem, within the chambers of the house of the LORD." 30 So the priests and
the Levitestook over the silver, the gold, and the vessels as they were weighed out, to bring them to
Jerusalem, to the house of our God. 31 Then we left the river Ahava on the twelfth day of the first
month, to go to Jerusalem; the hand of our God was upon us, and he delivered us from the hand of the
enemy and from ambushes along the way. 32 We came to Jerusalem and remained there three days. 33
On the fourth day, within the house of our God, the silver, the gold, and the vessels were weighed into
the hands of the priest Meremoth son of Uriah, and with him was Eleazar son of Phinehas, and with
them were the Levites, Jozabad son of Jeshua and Noadiah son of Binnui. 34 The total was counted and
weighed, and the weight of everything was recorded. 35 At that time those who had come from
captivity, the returned exiles, offered burnt offerings to the God of Israel, twelve bullsfor al Isradl,
ninety-six rams, seventy-seven lambs, and as a sin offering twelve male goats; al this was a burnt
offering to the LORD. 36 They aso delivered the king's commissions to the king's satraps and to the
governors of the province Beyond the River; and they supported the people and the house of God.

Revelation 15:1-8 (NRSV)

1 Then | saw another portent in heaven, great and amazing:seven angels with seven plagues, which are
the last, for with them the wrath of God is ended.

2 And | saw what appeared to be a sea of glass mixed with fire, and those who had conquered the beast
and itsimage and the number of its name, standing beside the sea of glass with harps of God in their
hands. 3 And they sing the song of Moses, the servant of God, and the song of the Lamb:

. Martyrdom of St. Timon the Apostle
. Commemoration of the Seven Martyrs on the Mountain of St. Anthony

On this day we commemorate the martyrdom of St. Timon the Apostle. He was one of the seventy
apostles chosen by the Lord Jesus. This saint had the gift and ability to heal the sick and to cast out
devils. He accompanied the Lord until His Ascension into heaven and was ministering to the disciples
till the grace of the Holy Spirit came upon them all. The disciples elected him one of the seven deacons
who were appointed to serve widows and the needy. The Bible certified that they were full of the Holy
Spirit and wisdom (Acts 6:2-6).

After he had been a deacon for a period of time, the Apostles laid their hands on him and ordained him
Bishop of the City of Western Besra, Province of Belka, Irag. He preached the Lord Jesus to them and
baptized many of the Greeks and the Jews. The Governor arrested him and inflicted on him many
tortures and finally burnt him and he received the crown of martyrdom.

On this day also we commemorate of the seven saints who were martyred by the Barbarians on the
mountain of the Great Saint Abba Anthony, the father of all monks.
