Old Testament Lesson
1 Macc. 2:29-43,49-50 (NRSV)

29 At that time many who were seeking righteousness and justice went down to the wildernessto live
there, 30 they, their sons, their wives, and their livestock, because troubles pressed heavily upon them.
31 And it was reported to the king's officers, and to the troops in Jerusalem the city of David, that those
who had rejected the king's command had gone down to the hiding places in the wilderness. 32 Many
pursued them, and overtook them; they encamped opposite them and prepared for battle against them on
the sabbath day. 33 They said to them, "Enough of this! Come out and do what the king commands, and
you will live." 34 But they said, "We will not come out, nor will we do what the king commands and so
profane the sabbath day." 35 Then the enemy quickly attacked them. 36 But they did not answer them or
hurl a stone at them or block up their hiding places, 37 for they said, "Let usall diein our innocence;
heaven and earth testify for us that you are killing us unjustly." 38 So they attacked them on the sabbath,
and they died, with their wives and children and livestock, to the number of athousand persons.

39 When Mattathias and his friends learned of it, they mourned for them deeply. 40 And all said to their



neighbors:"If we all do as our kindred have done and refuse to fight with the Gentiles for our lives and
for our ordinances, they will quickly destroy us from the earth." 41 So they made this decision that
day:"Let usfight against anyone who comes to attack us on the sabbath day; let usnot al die as our
kindred died in their hiding places." 42 Then there united with them a company of Hasideans, mighty
warriors of Israel, all who offered themselves willingly for the law. 43 And al who became fugitivesto
escape their troubles joined them and reinforced them.

49 Now the days drew near for Mattathias to die, and he said to his sons:" Arrogance and scorn have now
become strong; it isatime of ruin and furious anger. 50 Now, my children, show zeal for the law, and
give your lives for the covenant of our ancestors.

New Testament Lesson
Acts 28:14b-23 (NRSV)

And so we came to Rome. 15 The believers from there, when they heard of us, came as far as the Forum
of Appius and Three Tavernsto meet us. On seeing them, Paul thanked God and took courage.

16 When we came into Rome, Paul was allowed to live by himself, with the soldier who was guarding
him. 17 Three days later he called together the local leaders of the Jews. When they had assembled, he
said to them, "Brothers, though | had done nothing against our people or the customs of our ancestors,
yet | was arrested in Jerusalem and handed over to the Romans. 18 When they had examined me, the
Romans wanted to release me, because there was no reason for the death penalty in my case. 19 But
when the Jews objected, | was compelled to appeal to the emperor-even though | had no charge to bring
against my nation. 20 For this reason therefore | have asked to see you and speak with you, sinceit isfor
the sake of the hope of Israel that | am bound with this chain.” 21 They replied, "We have received no
letters from Judea about you, and none of the brothers coming here has reported or spoken anything evil
about you. 22 But we would like to hear from you what you think, for with regard to this sect we know
that everywhere it is spoken against." 23 After they had set a day to meet with him, they came to him at
his lodgings in great numbers. From morning until evening he explained the matter to them, testifying to
the kingdom of God and trying to convince them about Jesus both from the law of Moses and from the
prophets.

8 And his master commended the dishonest
manager because he had acted shrewdly; for the children of this age are more shrewd in dealing with
their own generation than are the children of light. 9 And | tell you, make friends for yourselves by
means of dishonest wealth so that when it is gone, they may welcome you into the eternal homes.

10 "Whoever isfaithful in avery littleis faithful aso in much; and whoever is dishonest in avery little
Is dishonest also in much. 11 If then you have not been faithful with the dishonest wealth, who will
entrust to you the true riches? 12 And if you have not been faithful with what belongs to another, who
will give you what is your own? 13 No slave can serve two masters, for a slave will either hate the one
and love the other, or be devoted to the one and despise the other. Y ou cannot serve God and wealth."
