Bridget (Brigid, Bride, Bridey, or in Welsh, Ffraid) of Kildare was born around 450 into a Druid family, being the daughter of Dubhthach, court poet to King Loeghaire. At an early age, she decided to become a Christian, and she eventually took vows as a nun. Together with a group of other women, she established a nunnery at Kildare (meaning, Church of the Oak). She was later joined by a community of monks led by Conlaed. Kildare had formerly been a pagan shrine where a sacred fire was kept perpetually burning, and Bridget and her nuns, instead of stamping out the fire, kept it going but gave it a Christian interpretation. (This was in keeping with the general process whereby Druidism in Ireland gave way to Christianity with very little opposition, the Druids for the most part saying that their own beliefs were a partial and tentative insight into the nature of God, and that they recognized in Christianity what they had been looking for.) Bridget as an abbess participated in several Irish councils, and her influence on the policies of the Church in Ireland was considerable.
Many stories of her younger days deal with her generosity toward the needy. This aspect of her character has been the subject of a poem:
"The Giveaway" (from The Love Letters of Phyllis McGinley, New York, Viking Press, 1954)
Saint Bridget was
A problem child.
Although a lass
Demure and mild,
And one who strove
To please her dad,
Saint Bridget drove
The family mad.
For here's the fault in Bridget lay:
She would give everything away.
To any soul
Whose luck was out
She'd give her bowl
Of stirabout;
She'd give her shawl,
Divide her purse
With one or all.
And what was worse,
When she ran out of things to give
She'd borrow from a relative.
Her father's gold,
Her grandsire's dinner,
She'd hand to cold
and hungry sinner;
Give wine, give meat,
No matter whose;
Take from her feet
The very shoes,
And when her shoes had gone to others,
Fetch forth her sister's and her mother's.
She could not quit.
She had to share;
Gave bit by bit
The silverware,
The barnyard geese,
The parlor rug,
Her little
niece's christening mug,
Even her bed to those in want,
And then the mattress of her aunt.
An easy touch
For poor and lowly,
She gave so much
And grew so holy
That when she died
Of years and fame,
The countryside
Put on her name,
And still the Isles of Erin fidget
With generous girls named Bride or Bridget.
Well, one must love her.
Nonetheless,
In thinking of her
Givingness,
There's no denial
She must have been
A sort of trial
Unto her kin.
The moral, too, seems rather quaint.
Who had the patience of a saint,
From evidence presented here?
Saint Bridget? Or her near and dear?
It is reported of Francis of Assisi that as a young man he had a dream in which God said to him, "Francis, repair my church." He took this to refer to a church building near Assisi which was in need of repair, and he sold a bale of silk from his father's warehouse to obtain building materials. His father was furious. Francis had not asked for permission: he simply took it for granted that his father would wish to contribute to such a worthy cause. It is said of Bridget that as a young girl she made similar assumptions about her family.
There is a problem here. On the one hand, it can be argued that if our family members do not choose to make sacrifices for God we have no right to make that choice for them. Some time ago, if I remember aright, one listmember wrote in considerable bitterness about a childhood that had been blighted by the decision of the father that it would be nice if the whole family lived in Christian Poverty. (Said listmember found no spiritual blessings in the experience, and saw no sign that anyone else did, emphatically including said father.)
On the other hand, I far more frequently hear Christians argue that their sacred duty to keep everything nice for their spouses and children prevents them, not only from going as missionaries to distant shores, but also from volunteering even quite moderate amounts of their time and money for worthy causes down the block. (Not that all unattached Christians are blameless in this regard.) You will note that Saint Paul, writing to the Corinthians, told them that marriage, while instituted of God and a sign of the union between Christ and His Church, was not without its dangers to the spiritual life of the Christian. But the danger he saw had nothing to do with sex. He was concerned instead that the married are tempted to overvalue security, to feel that they cannot afford, for their families' sakes, to take chances. And since he expected Christians to be facing persecution soon, he saw this as a matter of urgency.
So, as I said, there is a problem here. I have no final answer to give, but commend it to your consideration.

The events commemorated today are recorded in Luke 2:22-39.
Counting forward from December 25 as Day One, we find that Day Forty is February 2. A Jewish woman is in semi-seclusion for 40 days after giving birth to a son, and accordingly it is on February 2 that we celebrate the coming of Mary and Joseph with the infant Jesus to the Temple at Jerusalem (1) to offer sacrifice on behalf of Mary to mark the end of her seclusion (see Le 12:1-8), and (2) to ransom or redeem (buy back) Jesus as a first-born male (see Ex 13:11-13; 22:29; Nu 18:15-16; Dt 15:19). As they did so, they were greeted by the aged Simeon. In a Sunday-School pageant, I once saw, the narrator said, "And now Simeon bursts into a spontaneous song of praise, assisted by the Temple Choir." His song, called the Nunc Dimittis, has always had a prominent role in Christian worship. It has often been rendered in verse. I append one example.

The Four Chaplains were four United States Army chaplains who gave their lives to save other soldiers during the sinking of the USAT Dorchester during World War II. They helped other soldiers board lifeboats and gave up their own life jackets when the supply ran out; 230 of the 904 men aboard the ship were rescued. Life jackets offered little protection from hypothermia which killed most men in the water. Water temperature was 34 F (1 C) and air temperature was 36 F (2 C). By the time additional rescue ships arrived "...hundreds of dead bodies were seen floating on the water, kept up by their life jackets."
The chaplains, who all held the rank of lieutenant, were the Methodist Reverend George L. Fox, the Jewish Rabbi Alexander D. Goode, the Roman Catholic Priest John P. Washington and the Reformed Church in America Reverend Clark V. Poling. They were sailing on the USAT Dorchester troop transport on February 3, 1943, when the vessel, travelling in convoy, was torpedoed by the German submarine U-223 in the North Atlantic. As the vessel sank, the four chaplains calmed the frightened soldiers and sailors, aided in the evacuation of the ship, and helped guide wounded men to safety. The chaplains also gave up their own life jackets.
As I swam away from the ship, I looked back. The flares had lighted everything. The bow came up high and she slid under. The last thing I saw, the Four Chaplains were up there praying for the safety of the men. They had done everything they could. I did not see them again. They themselves did not have a chance without their life jackets. Grady Clark, survivor
On December 19, 1944, all four chaplains were posthumously awarded the Purple Heart and the Distinguished Service Cross. The Four Chaplains' Medal was established by act of Congress on July 14, 1960, and was presented posthumously to their next of kin by Secretary of the Army Wilber M. Brucker at Ft. Myer, Virginia on January 18, 1961.
The chaplains were also honored with a stamp, issued in 1948 and by an act of Congress designating February 3 as "Four Chaplains Day."
Goode, Poling and Washington had served as leaders in the Boy Scouts of America.

Manche Masemola (1913-1928) was born in Marishane, a small village near Jane Furse, in South Africa. She lived with her parents, two older brothers, a sister, and a cousin.
By 1919, an Anglican Community of the Resurrection mission was established by Fr. Augustine Moeka at Marishane. Masemola attended classes in preparation for baptism with her cousin Lucia, against the wishes of her parents. Her parents took her to a Sangoma (African traditional healer), claiming that she had been bewitched. Relations worsened, and the mother hid the girl's clothes so she could not attend Christian instructional classes. On February 4, 1928, her parents led the teenager to a lonely place, where they killed her, burying her by a granite rock on a remote hillside.
Manche had said that she would be baptized in her own blood. She died without having been baptized.
Manche's mother converted to Christianity and was baptised forty years later in 1969. Manche was declared a martyr by the Church of the Province of Southern Africa in less than ten years.
She is one of the ten 20th-century martyrs from across the world who are depicted in statues above the Great West Door of Westminster Abbey, London.

Roger Williams (December 21, 1603 April 18, 1683) was an English theologian, a notable proponent of religious toleration and the separation of church and state and an advocate for fair dealings with Native Americans. In 1644, he received a charter creating the colony of Rhode Island and Providence Plantations, named for the principal island in Narragansett Bay and the Providence settlement which provided a refuge for religious minorities. Williams is credited for originating either the first or second Baptist church established in America, which he is known to have left soon afterwards, exclaiming, "God is too large to be housed under one roof."
Williams asserted that the magistrate may not punish any sort of "breach of the first table [of the Ten Commandments]," such as idolatry, Sabbath-breaking, false worship, and blasphemy, and that every individual should be free to follow his own convictions in religious matters.
The first idea that the magistrate should not punish religious infractions meant that the civil authority should not be the same as the ecclesiastical authority. The second idea that people should have freedom of opinion on religious matters he called "soul-liberty." It is one of the foundations for the religion clauses of the First Amendment to the United States Constitution. Williams' use of the phrase "wall of separation" in describing his preferred relationship between religion and other matters is credited as the first use of that phrase, and Thomas Jefferson's source in later writing of the wall of separation between church and state in a letter to the Danbury Baptist Association in 1802.
Williams's career as an author began with A Key into the Language of America (London, 1643), written during his first voyage to England. It is the first study of an Indian language in English.
The Bloody Tenent of Persecution, for Cause of Conscience soon followed (London, 1644). This is his most famous work, and was the ablest statement and defense of the principle of absolute liberty of conscience that had appeared in any language. It is in the form of a dialogue between Truth and Peace, and well illustrates the vigor of his style.

Anne Hutchinson (baptized July 20, 1591 August 20, 1643) was a pioneer settler in Massachusetts, Rhode Island and New Netherlands, and the unauthorized minister of a dissident church discussion group. Hutchinson held Bible meetings for women that soon had great appeal to men as well. Eventually, she went beyond Bible study to proclaim her own theological interpretations of sermons, some of which offended the colony leadership. A major controversy ensued, and after a trial before a jury of officials and clergy in 1638, she was banished from her colony. During the trial, Hutchinson skillfully defended herself until it was clear that there was no escape from the court’s predetermined judgment. Cornered, she addressed the court with her own judgment:
“...you have no power over my body, neither can you do me any harme, for I am in the hands of the eternall Jehovah my Saviour, I am at his appointment, the bounds of my habitation are cast in heaven, no further doe I esteeme of any mortal man than creatures in his hand, I feare none but the great Jehovah, which hath foretold me of these things, and I doe verily beleeve that he will deliver me out of our hands, therefore take heed how you proceed against me; for I know that for this you goe about to doe to me, God will ruine you and your posterity, and this whole state.”
She is a key figure in the study of the development of religious freedom in England's American colonies and the history of women in ministry. The state of Massachusetts honors her with a State House monument calling her a "courageous exponent of civil liberty and religious toleration."

Josephine Margaret Bakhita, F.D.C.C., (ca. 1869 – 8 February 1947) was a Sudanese-Italian Canossian religious sister active in Italy for 45 years, after having been in a slave in Sudan.
She was born around 1869 in Darfur (now in western Sudan) in the village of Olgossa. Her respected and reasonably prosperous father was brother of the village chief. She was surrounded by a loving family of three brothers and three sisters.
Sometime between the age of seven to nine, probably in February 1877, she was seized by Arab slave traders, who had abducted her elder sister two years earlier. She was forced to walk barefoot about 960 kilometres (600 mi) to El Obeid and was sold and bought twice before she arrived there. Over the course of twelve years (1877–1889) she was sold three more times and then given away.
Bakhita was not the name she received from her parents at birth. It is said that the trauma of her abduction caused her to forget her own name; she took one given to her by the slavers, bakhita, Arabic for "lucky" or "fortunate".
In El Obeid, Bakhita was bought by a rich Arab who used her as a maid for his two daughters. They liked her and treated her well. Her fourth owner was a Turkish general, and she had to serve his mother-in-law and his wife, who were cruel to their slaves.
By the end of 1882, El Obeid came under the threat of an attack of Mahdist revolutionaries. The Turkish general began making preparations to return to his homeland and sold his slaves. In 1883 Bakhita was bought in Khartoum by the Italian Vice Consul Callisto Legnani, who treated her kindly and did not beat or punish her. Two years later, they escaped from besieged Khartoum and travelled to Suakin, which was the largest port of Sudan. In March 1885 they left Suakin for Italy and, once there, Legnani gave ownership of Bakhita to Signora Maria Turina Michieli. Turina Michieli. Bakhita's new owners took her to their family villa at Zianigo, near Mirano, Veneto.
When her owners went back to Sudan, Bakhita, on 29 November 1888, was left in the care of the Canossian Sisters in Venice. There, cared for and instructed by the Sisters, Bakhita encountered Christianity for the first time.
On 29 November 1889 an Italian court ruled that Bakhita had never legally been a slave. She chose to remain with the Canossians, and, on 9 January 1890, was baptized with the names of Josephine Margaret and Fortunata (which is the Latin translation for the Arabic Bakhita).
On 7 December 1893 Josephine Bakhita entered the novitiate of the Canossian Sisters and on 8 December 1896 she took her vows.
During her 42 years in Schio, Bakhita was employed as the cook, sacristan and portress (door keeper) and was in frequent contact with the local community. Her gentleness, calming voice, and ever-present smile became well known. Her special charisma and reputation for sanctity were noticed by her order; the first publication of her story (Storia Meravigliosa by Ida Zanolini) in 1931, made her famous throughout Italy.
Her last years were marked by pain and sickness. She used a wheelchair but she retained her cheerfulness. Bakhita died on 8 February 1947. For three days her body lay on display while thousands of people arrived to pay their respects.
Bakhita's legacy is that transformation is possible through suffering. Her story of deliverance from physical slavery also symbolises all those who find meaning and inspiration in her life for their own deliverance from spiritual slavery. She is venerated as a modern African saint, and as a statement against the brutal history of slavery. She has been adopted as the patron saint of Sudan and human trafficking survivors.

Scholastica (c. 480 – 10 February 543) is a saint of the Roman Catholic Church and the Eastern Orthodox Churches. She is the foundress of the women's branch of Benedictine Monasticism.
According to the Dialogues of Gregory the Great, Scholastica was born c. 480 in Nursia, Umbria, of wealthy parents. While Gregory states that Scholastica was Benedict's sister, a later tradition, says she was his twin. Whether this is meant biologically or allegorically (spiritually) or both is not clear. Gregory the Great says she was dedicated to God from a young age. She and her brother Benedict were brought up together until the time he left to pursue studies in Rome.
Benedictine tradition holds that Scholastica established a hermitage about five miles from Monte Cassino and that this was the first "Benedictine" convent.
The most commonly told story about her is that she would, once a year, go and visit her brother at a place near his abbey, and they would spend the day worshiping together and discussing sacred texts and issues.
One day they had supper and continued their conversation. When Benedict indicated it was time for him to leave, perhaps sensing the time of her death was drawing near, Scholastica asked him to stay with her for the evening so they could continue their discussions. Not wishing to break his own Rule, Benedict refused, insisting that he needed to return to his cell. At that point, Scholastica closed her hands in prayer, and after a moment, a wild storm started outside of the guest house in which they were housed. Benedict asked, "What have you done?", to which she replied, "I asked you and you would not listen; so I asked my God and he did listen. So now go off, if you can, leave me and return to your monastery." Benedict was unable to return to his monastery, and they spent the night in discussion.
Three days later, from his cell, he saw his sister's soul leaving the earth and ascending to heaven in the form of a shining white dove. Benedict had her body brought to his monastery, where he caused it to be laid in the tomb which he had prepared for himself.

Despite the fact that Theophilus was an iconoclast, Theodora held fast to the veneration of icons which she kept in her chambers in the imperial palace. Theophilus' health eventually failed and he died on 20 January 842. He was about twenty-nine years old.
Following the death of her husband, Theodora served as regent for her son Michael. She overrode Theophilus' ecclesiastical policy and summoned a council under the patriarch Methodius, in which the veneration, but not worship, of icons was finally restored and the iconoclastic clergy deposed.

Charles Freer Andrews (1871 1940) was an English priest, educator and Indian freedom fighter who is best known as an associate of Mahatma Gandhi. Andrews greatly admired the philosophy of the young Mohandas Gandhi and was instrumental in convincing him to return to India from South Africa, where Gandhi was a leading light in the Indian civil rights struggle there. He was affectionately known as Christ's Faithful Apostle, and also, for his contributions to the Indian Independence Movement the Mahatma and his students at St. Stephen's College, Delhi named him, Deenabandhu, or 'Friend of the Poor'.
Andrews had been involved in the Christian Social Union since college, and was interested in exploring the relationship between a commitment to the gospel and a commitment to justice, through which he was attracted to struggles for justice throughout the British Empire, especially in India.
In 1904 he joined the Cambridge Brotherhood in Delhi and arrived there to teach philosophy at St. Stephen's College, where he famously grew close to many of his Indian colleagues and students. Increasingly dismayed by the racist behavior and treatment of Indians by British officials and civilians, he supported Indian political aspirations, and soon became involved in the activities of the Indian National Congress.
Well known for his persuasive ways, intellect and keen sense of moral firmness, he was asked by senior Indian political leader Gopal Krishna Gokhale to visit South Africa and help the Indian community there resolve their political disputes with the Government. He met there a young Gujarati lawyer, Mohandas Gandhi who was attempting to organize the Natal Indian Congress and the Indian community to protest the racial discrimination and police legislation that infringed upon their civil liberties.
Andrews was deeply impressed with Gandhi's knowledge of Christian values, and his espousal of the concept of ahimsa, non-violence - something that Gandhi mixed with inspiration from elements of Christian anarchism. He helped Gandhi organize an Ashram in Natal and publish his famous magazine, The Indian Opinion.
Following the advice of several Indian Congress leaders and, significantly, that of Principal S K Rudra of St. Stephen's College, Andrews was instrumental in persuading Gandhi to return to India with him in 1915.
When news reached India of the mistreatment of Indian indentured labourers in Fiji, the Indian Government, in September 1915, sent Andrews and W.W. Pearson to make inquiries. The two visited numerous plantations and interviewed indentured labourers, overseers and Government officials and on their return to India also interviewed returned labourers. In their report, Andrews and Pearson highlighted the ills of the indenture system which led to a stop of further transportation of Indian labour to the British colonies.
Andrews made a second visit to Fiji in 1917 and although reported on some improvements, was still appalled at the moral degradation of the indentured labourers. He called for an immediate end to indenture and the system of Indian indentured labour was formally abolished in 1920.
About this time, Gandhi reasoned to Andrews that it was probably best for sympathetic Britons like himself to leave the freedom struggle to Indians. So, from 1935 onwards, Andrews began to spend more time back in Britain, teaching young people all over the country about Christs call to radical discipleship. Gandhi's affectionate nickname for Andrews was Christs Faithful Apostle, based on the initials of his name, "C.F.A". He was widely known as Gandhi's closest friend and was perhaps the only major figure to address Gandhi by his first name, Mohan.
Charlie Andrews died on April 5, 1940 during a visit to Calcutta, and is buried there. He is widely commemorated and respected in India, and was a major character portrayed by British actor Ian Charleson in the 1982 film Gandhi by Richard Attenborough.

In 1786 the membership of St. George's Methodist Episcopal Church in Philadelphia included both blacks and whites. However, the white members met that year and decided that thereafter black members should sit only in the balcony. Two black Sunday worshippers, Absalom Jones (1746-1818) and Richard Allen (1760-1831), whose enthusiasm for the Methodist Church had brought many blacks into the congregation, learned of the decision only when, on the following Sunday, ushers tapped them on the shoulder during the opening prayers, and demanded that they move to the balcony without waiting for the end of the prayer. They walked out, followed by the other black members.
Absalom Jones conferred with William White, Episcopal Bishop of Philadelphia, who agreed to accept the group as an Episcopal parish. Jones would serve as lay reader, and, after a period of study, would be ordained and serve as rector. Allen wanted the group to remain Methodist, and in 1793 he left to form a Methodist congregation. In 1816 he left the Methodists to form a new denomination, the African Methodist Episcopal Church (AME). Jones (ordained deacon and priest in 1795 and 1802) and Allen (ordained deacon and elder in 1799 and 1816) were the first two black Americans to receive formal ordination in any denomination. (So I am told by my Episcopal source. On the other hand, a Baptist correspondent tells me of the earlier ordination of a black American to the Baptist ministry. Perhaps my first source either did not know of this, or did not consider the Baptist ordination to be "formal." This is not a question of snobbery. Some congregations I know simply ask someone who they think is a good speaker to be their preacher for a year, and there is no ceremony beyond the vote and his saying, "I accept.")
The African Methodist Episcopal Church Zion (AME Zion) formed in New York in about 1796 for similar reasons. The two groups were well organized before they heard of each other. The Christian Methodist Episcopal Church, also historically black, was an offshoot in 1870 of the Methodist Episcopal Church, South. (The Methodists split into North and South before the War of 1861-1865, and have since re-united.) These three black groups, and the United Methodist Church, and some other denominations of Methodist origin, are committed in principle to eventual union, but bureaucracies move slowly. Meanwhile, the groups are united in doctrine, and members of each are free to worship and to receive the Sacraments with members of the others.

Absalom Jones' autobiographical sketch from Douglass' Annals (1862):
The following narrative is copied from the original manuscript written by himself:“I, Absalom Jones was born in Sussex,” DEL., “on the 6th of November, 1746. I was small, when my master took me from the field to wait and attend on him in the house; and being very fond of learning, I was careful to save the pennies that were given to me by the ladies and gentlemen from time to time. I soon bought myself a primer, and begged to be taught by any body that I found able and willing to give me the least instruction. Soon after this, I was able to purchase a spelling book; for as my money increased, I supplied myself with books, among others, a Testament. For, fondness for books, gave me little or no time for the amusements that took up the leisure hours of my companions. By this course I became singular, and escaped many evils, and also saved my money.
In the year 1762, my mother, five brothers and a sister were sold, and I was brought to the city of Philadelphia with my master. My employment in this city was to wait in the store, pack up and carry out goods. In this situation, I had an opportunity, with the clerk, to get copies set for me; so that I was soon able to write to my mother and brothers, with my own hand. My spelling is bad for want of proper schooling.
In the year 1766, I asked my master the liberty of going one quarter to night-school, which he granted. I had a great desire to learn Arithmetic. In that quarter I learned Addition, Troy weight, Subtraction, Apothecaries’ weight, Practical multiplication, Practical Division, and Reduction.
In the year 1770, I married a wife who was a slave. I soon after proposed to purchase her freedom. To this her mistress agreed, for the sum of forty pounds. Not having the money in hand, I got an appeal drawn, and John Thomas, my father-in-law, and I called upon some of the principal Friends of this city. From some we borrowed, and from other we received donations. In this way we soon raised thirty pounds of the money, her mistress, Sarah King, forgiving the balance of ten pounds. By this time, my master’s family was increased, and I was much hurried in my servitude. However, I took a house, and for seven years, made it my business to work until twelve or one o’clock at night, to assist my wife in obtaining a livelihood, and to pay the money that was borrowed to purchase her freedom.
This being fully accomplished, and having a little money in hand, I made application to my master, in the year 1778, to purchase my own freedom; but, as this was not granted, I fortunately met with a small house and lot of ground, to be sold for one hundred and fifty pounds, continental money. Having laid by some hard money, I sold it for continental and purchased the lot. My desire for freedom increased, as I knew that while I was a slave, my house and lot might be taken as the property of my master. This induced me to make many applications to him for liberty to purchase my freedom; and on the first of October, 1784, he generously gave me a manumission. I have ever since continued in his service at good wages, and I still find it my duty, both late and early, to be industrious to improve the little estate that a kind Providence has put in my hands.
Since my freedom, I have built a couple of small houses on the small lot, which now let for twenty-two pounds a year.”
*Annals of the first African church, in the United States of America: now styled the African Episcopal church of St. Thomas, Philadelphia, in its connection with the early struggles of the colored people to improve their condition, with the co-operation of the Friends, and other philanthropists; partly derived from the minutes of a beneficial society, established by Absalom Jones, Richard Allen and others, in 1787, and partly from the minutes of the aforesaid church

In 1696 Thomas Bray, an English country parson, was commissioned to report on the condition of the Church in the colony of Maryland. He spent only ten weeks in the colony, but he radically re-organized and renewed the Church there, providing for the instruction of children and the systematic examination of candidates for pastoral positions. He founded thirty-nine lending libraries and numerous schools. Both in Maryland and upon his return to England, he wrote and preached in defense of the rights of enslaved Africans, and of Indians deprived of their land. Back in England, he worked for the reform of prison conditions, and for the establishment of preaching missions to prisoners. He persuaded General Oglethorpe to found a American colony (Georgia) for the settlement of debtors as an alternative to debtors' prison. He founded a missionary society, the SPG (Society for the Propagation of the Gospel) and an educational and publishing society, the SPCK (Society for Promoting Christian Knowledge), both of which are still active today.

I once heard a priest say: "Sometimes in a sermon, I have occasion to quote some comment by Martin Luther which bears on the point I want to make. But there are those in my congregation who would wonder what I was doing quoting a notorious Protestant. So I simply refer to him as Brother Martin of Erfurt, and they smile and nod. He said a lot of remarkably good things."
Brother Martin of Erfurt, born in 1483 of German peasant stock, was a monk (more exactly, a regular canon) of the Order of Saint Augustine, and a Doctor of Theology. In his day, the Church was at a spiritual low. Church offices were openly sold to the highest bidder, and not nearly enough was being done to combat the notion that forgiveness of sins was likewise for sale. Indeed, many Christians, both clergy and laity, were most inadequately instructed in Christian doctrine. Startling as it seems to us today, there were then no seminaries for the education of the clergy. There were monastic schools, but they concentrated on the education of their own monks. Parish priests, ordinarily having no monastic background, were in need of instruction themselves, and in no way prepared to instruct their congregations. Brother Martin set out to remedy this. He wrote a simple catechism for the instruction of the laity which is still in use today, as is his translation of the Scriptures into the common tongue. His energy as a writer was prodigious. From 1517, when he first began to write for the public, until his death, he wrote on the average one book a fortnight.
Today, his criticisms of the laxness and frequent abuses of his day are generally recognized on all sides as a response to very real problems. It was perhaps inevitable, however, that they should arouse resentment in his own day (Brother Martin, and for that matter many of his opponents, had controversial manners that my high school speech teacher and debate coach would never have tolerated!), and he spent much of his life in conflict with the ecclesiastical authorities. The disputes were complicated by extraneous political considerations on both sides, and, as one of his admirers has observed, each side was at its best when proclaiming what the other side, well considered and in a cool hour, did not really deny. Brother Martin, for example, was most ardent in maintaining that salvation was a free gift of God, and that all attempts to earn or deserve it are worse than useless. But he was not alone in holding this. When his followers met in 1540 with Cardinal Contarini, the Papal delegate, in an effort to arrive at an understanding, there was complete agreement on this point. The Cardinal, by a study of the Epistle to the Romans, had arrived in 1511 at the same position as Brother Martin in 1517. So had Cardinal Pole, the Archbishop of Canterbury (who had, ironically, been appointed to combat Brother Martin's influence). So had the Archbishop of Cologne, and so had many other highly placed Church officials.
In Brother Martin's own judgement, his greatest achievement was his catechism, by the use of which all Christians without exception might be instructed in at least the rudiments of the Faith. Some of his admirers, however, would insist that his greatest achievement was the Council of Trent, which he did not live to see, but which he was arguably the greatest single factor in bringing about. While the Council's doctrinal pronouncements were not all that Brother Martin would have wished, it did take very much to heart his strictures on financial abuses, and undertook considerable reforms in those areas It banned the sale of indulgences and of church offices, and took steps to provide for the systematic education of the clergy. Putting it another way, if I were arguing with an adherent of the Pope, and I wanted to point out to him that many Popes have been, even by ordinary grading-on-a-curve standards, wicked men, cynically exploiting their office for personal gain, I would have no difficulty in finding examples from the three centuries immediately preceding Brother Martin and the Council of Trent. If I were restricted to the centuries afterward, I should have more of a problem. And this is, under God, due in some measure to Brother Martin's making himself a nuisance. Thanks be to God for an occasional nuisance at the right time and place.

Agnes Tsao Kou Ying, Agatha Lin Zhao, & Lucy Yi Zhenmei are three Roman Catholic nineteenth-century martyrs. They were all canonized by Pope John Paul II on 1 October 2000.
Agnes Tsao Kou Ying (1821 – 1 March 1856 was a Chinese layperson who was martyred for preaching the Gospel to the Chinese in Guangxi.
Her family was a traditional Catholic family originally from Sichuan Province. When Agnes became eighteen, she married a local farmer, but her brother- and sister-in-law treated her as an outsider (for she was Christian) and did not consider her a part of the family. Therefore, Agnes was left with little to eat. Things became worse for Agnes when her husband died after two years and she was driven out of the house.
One day, when Fr. Ma (Auguste Chapdelaine) was in town, he discovered how well Agnes knew the faith and asked her to move to Guangxi Province for some missionary work, especially for teaching the Catholic faith to some 30-40 Catholic families living there. She also taught cooking and household management.
In 1856, when she was helping out in Yaoshan, Guangxi (near present-day Guilin, Guizhou), the local government decided to take some measures against the Christians living in that area. Agnes was taken into custody along with many other Catholics who were soon released; only Agnes and Father Ma had to stay in prison. Father Ma later died in prison. The county magistrate tried to persuade Agnes to deny her faith under the promise that if she did, she would be released. However, Agnes was unmoved. Then the magistrate threatened torture, but she showed no fear. Finally, on January 22, the magistrate decided on her punishment. He had her locked in a cage so small that she could only stand up, but her spirit never failed. She prayed repeatedly, "God, have mercy on me; Jesus save me!" She died three days later.

Agatha Lin Zhao also was born into a Catholic family, in 1817. She became a school teacher in Mao-ken, Langdai, Guizhou, but was arrested for her faith. She refused to renounce Christianity and was beheaded on Jan. 28, 1858.
She should not be confused with Lin Zhou, a Chinese Christian who was executed in 1968 during China's Cultural Revolution.
Lucy Yi Zhenmei (December 9, 1815 - February 19, 1862) was a Chinese Roman Catholic saint from Mianyang in Sichuan.
As she matured she developed a love for reading and study. At age 20, in the midst of her higher education she grew very ill. After her recovery Lucy took her spiritual life still more seriously. She devoted herself to the discipline of prayer with great devotion, assuming a way of life much like that of a religious while continuing to assist in the support her family.
After her father died, she lived with her brother and mother, using part of her leisure time to teach the faith to children nearby. The parish priest, who asked her to teach at the school in Mianyang, noticed her devotion and reliable knowledge of her faith. Full of enthusiasm for spreading the Gospel, she went on doing missionary work. However, for her own safety she decided to stay at the convent of lay virgins.
In 1862, she went with Fr. Wen Nair to open a mission in Jiashanlong, but just then the administrator of Guizhou Province, began to stir up hatred against Christians, which the local magistrate supported. As a result, Father Wen and several others were all imprisoned and sentenced to death without a formal trial. On February 18, the day of their execution, they met Yi Zhenmei on the road. She was also jailed and put on trial that very day and sentenced to death, because she refused to renounce her faith. The following day at noon, February 19, 1862, she was beheaded. Brave believers took the bodies of all five martyrs to the Liuchonnguan seminary grounds for burial.

Frederick Douglass (born Frederick Augustus Washington Bailey, circa 1818 February 20, 1895) was an American abolitionist, women's suffragist, editor, orator, author, statesman and reformer. Called "The Sage of Anacostia" and "The Lion of Anacostia", Douglass is one of the most prominent figures in African American and United States history.
He was a firm believer in the equality of all people, whether black, female, Native American, or recent immigrant. He was fond of saying, "I would unite with anybody to do right and with nobody to do wrong."
Frederick Douglass was born a slave in Talbot County, Maryland. He was separated from his mother, Harriet Bailey, when he was still an infant. She died when Douglass was about seven and Douglass lived with his maternal grandmother Betty Bailey.
When Douglass was about twelve, his owner's wife started teaching him the alphabet, which was against the law. Douglass succeeded in learning to read from white children in the neighborhood and by observing the writings of men with whom he worked. As Douglass learned and began to read newspapers, political materials, and books of every description, he was exposed to a new realm of thought that led him to question and then condemn the institution of slavery.
He was hired out to a number of owners before finally escaping north to freedom in September 1838. Douglass continued traveling up to Massachusetts. There he joined various organizations in New Bedford, including a black church, and regularly attended abolitionist meetings.
Douglass' best-known work is his first autobiography Narrative of the Life of Frederick Douglass, an American Slave, published in 1845. The book received generally positive reviews and it became an immediate bestseller. Douglass published three versions of his autobiography during his lifetime (and revised the third of these), each time expanding on the previous one. The 1845 Narrative, which was his biggest seller, was followed by My Bondage and My Freedom in 1855. In 1881, after the Civil War, Douglass published Life and Times of Frederick Douglass, which he revised in 1892.
Douglass produced some regular abolitionist newspapers, including The North Star. Its motto was "Right is of no Sex Truth is of no Color God is the Father of us all, and we are all brethren."
Douglass believed that education was key for African Americans to improve their lives. For this reason, he was an early advocate for desegregation of schools.
Douglass conferred with President Abraham Lincoln in 1863 on the treatment of black soldiers, and with President Andrew Johnson on the subject of black suffrage. His early collaborators were the white abolitionists William Lloyd Garrison and Wendell Phillips.
In 1848, Douglass attended the first women's rights convention, the Seneca Falls Convention, as the only African American. Elizabeth Cady Stanton asked the assembly to pass a resolution asking for women's suffrage. Many of those present opposed the idea, but Douglass stood and spoke eloquently in favor; he said that he could not accept the right to vote himself as a black man if woman could not also claim that right. His powerful words rang true with enough attendees that the resolution passed.
By the time of the Civil War, Douglass was one of the most famous black men in the country, known for his orations on the condition of the black race and on other issues such as women's rights. His eloquence gathered crowds at every location. His reception by leaders in England and Ireland added to his stature.
After the Civil War, Douglass was appointed to several important political positions. He served as President of the Reconstruction-era Freedman's Savings Bank; as marshal of the District of Columbia; as minister-resident and consul-general to the Republic of Haiti (18891891); and as chargé d'affaires for the Dominican Republic.
Douglass was an ordained minister of the African Methodist Episcopal Church.

Margaret of Cortona, (1247 22 February 1297) was an Italian penitent of the Third Order of St. Francis (T.O.S.F.). She was born in Laviano, near Perugia, and died in Cortona. She was canonized in 1728.
Margaret was born of farming parents in Laviano. As she grew older, Margaret became more willful and reckless. At the age of 17 she met a young man, and she ran away with him. Soon Margaret found herself installed in the castle, not as her master's wife, for convention would never allow that, but as his mistress. For ten years, she lived with him near Montepulciano and bore him a son.
When her lover failed to return home from a journey one day, Margaret became concerned. The unaccompanied return of his favorite hound alarmed Margaret, and the hound led her into the forest to his murdered body. That crime shocked Margaret into a life of prayer and penance.Margaret returned to his family all the gifts he had given her and left his home. With her child, she returned to her father's house, but her stepmother would not have her. Margaret and her son then went to the Franciscan friars at Cortona, where her son eventually became a friar. She fasted, avoided meat, and subsisted on bread and vegetables.
In 1277, after three years of probation, Saint Margaret joined the Third Order of Saint Francis and chose to live in poverty. She pursued a life of prayer and penance at Cortona, and there established a hospital for the sick, homeless and impoverished.
Twice, following divine command, she challenged the Bishop of Arezzo, Guglielmo Ubertini Pazzi, in whose diocese Cortona lay, because he lived and warred like a prince. She moved to the ruined Church of St Basil, now Santa Margherita, and spent her remaining years there; she died on 22 February 1297.

Polycarp was Bishop of Smyrna (today known as Izmir), a city on the west coast of Turkey. The letters to the "seven churches in Asia" at the beginning of the book of Revelation include a letter to the church in Smyrna, identifying it as a church undergoing persecution.
Polycarp is said to have known the Apostle John, and to have been instructed by him in the Christian faith. Polycarp, in his turn, was known to Irenaeus, who later became Bishop of Lyons in what is now France. We have (1) Irenaeus's brief memoir of Polycarp; (2) a letter to Polycarp from Ignatius of Antioch, written around 115 AD when Ignatius was passing through Turkey, being sent in chains to Rome to be put to death; (3) a letter from Polycarp to the church at Philippi, written at the same time; and (4) an account of the arrest, trial, conviction, and martyrdom of Polycarp, written after his death by one or more members of his congregation.
Polycarp was denounced to the government, arrested, and tried on the charge of being a Christian. When the proconsul urged him to save his life by cursing Christ, he replied: "Eighty-six years I have served him, and he never did me any wrong. How can I blaspheme my King who saved me?" The magistrate was reluctant to kill a a gentle old man, but he had no choice.
Polycarp was sentenced to be burned. As he waited for the fire to be lighted, he prayed:
Lord God Almighty, Father of your blessed and beloved child Jesus Christ, through whom we have received knowledge of you, God of angels and hosts and all creation, and of the whole race of the upright who live in your presence: I bless you that you have thought me worthy of this day and hour, to be numbered among the martyrs and share in the cup of Christ, for resurrection to eternal life, for soul and body in the incorruptibility of the Holy Spirit. Among them may I be accepted before you today, as a rich and acceptable sacrifice, just as you, the faithful and true God, have prepared and foreshown and brought about. For this reason and for all things I praise you, I bless you, I glorify you, through the eternal heavenly high priest Jesus Christ, your beloved child, through whom be glory to you, with him and the Holy Spirit, now and for the ages to come. Amen.

Emily Malbone Morgan [Dec. 10, 1862-Feb. 27, 1937] was the founder of the Society of the Companions of the Holy Cross (SCHC).
She was born in Hartford, Connecticut, the youngest child and only daughter born to merchant Henry Kirke Morgan and the former Emily Malbone Brinley.
In 1883, Morgan's childhood friend, Adelyn Howard, fell ill with a hip disease, which made her a lonely invalid in a town in which she had no friends or family. The following year, Morgan, with Howard and Harriet Hastings of Wellesley, Massachusetts founded the Society of the Companions of the Holy Cross, to allow the shut-in Adelyn and other religious women who valued thanksgiving, intercessory prayer, and simplicity of life to pray and work for social justice.
In 1889, two years after moving to New Haven, Morgan began her writing career, publishing A Little White Shadow, the proceeds of which she used to fund vacation homes for "tired women, girls and children." As such, Morgan can be considered part of the Deaconess movement in which over 5000 Protestant women participated circa 1890. In 1901, Morgan purchased what became their headquarters and retreat center, in Byfield, Massachusetts, which was named Adelynrood upon its renovation in 1915 (remembering both Howard, who had died in 1898, and an old word for "cross").
The Society of the Companions of the Holy Cross currently has approximately eight hundred members and continues to operate retreat centers.

The Samaritan woman at the well is a figure from the Gospel of John, in John 4:4 26. In Eastern Orthodox and Eastern Catholic traditions, she is venerated as a saint with the name Photine (also Photini, Photina, meaning "the luminous one").
All that is known of her outside of pious traditions is in the Gospel of John:
Now when Jesus learned that the Pharisees had heard, ‘Jesus is making and baptizing more disciples than John’ although it was not Jesus himself but his disciples who baptized he left Judea and started back to Galilee. But he had to go through Samaria. So he came to a Samaritan city called Sychar, near the plot of ground that Jacob had given to his son Joseph. Jacob’s well was there, and Jesus, tired out by his journey, was sitting by the well. It was about noon.
A Samaritan woman came to draw water, and Jesus said to her, ‘Give me a drink’. (His disciples had gone to the city to buy food.) The Samaritan woman said to him, ‘How is it that you, a Jew, ask a drink of me, a woman of Samaria?’ (Jews do not share things in common with Samaritans.) Jesus answered her, ‘If you knew the gift of God, and who it is that is saying to you, “Give me a drink”, you would have asked him, and he would have given you living water.’ The woman said to him, ‘Sir, you have no bucket, and the well is deep. Where do you get that living water? Are you greater than our ancestor Jacob, who gave us the well, and with his sons and his flocks drank from it?’ Jesus said to her, ‘Everyone who drinks of this water will be thirsty again, but those who drink of the water that I will give them will never be thirsty. The water that I will give will become in them a spring of water gushing up to eternal life.’ The woman said to him, ‘Sir, give me this water, so that I may never be thirsty or have to keep coming here to draw water.’
Jesus said to her, ‘Go, call your husband, and come back.’ The woman answered him, ‘I have no husband.’ Jesus said to her, ‘You are right in saying, “I have no husband”; for you have had five husbands, and the one you have now is not your husband. What you have said is true!’ The woman said to him, ‘Sir, I see that you are a prophet. Our ancestors worshipped on this mountain, but you say that the place where people must worship is in Jerusalem.’ Jesus said to her, ‘Woman, believe me, the hour is coming when you will worship the Father neither on this mountain nor in Jerusalem. You worship what you do not know; we worship what we know, for salvation is from the Jews. But the hour is coming, and is now here, when the true worshippers will worship the Father in spirit and truth, for the Father seeks such as these to worship him. God is spirit, and those who worship him must worship in spirit and truth.’ The woman said to him, ‘I know that Messiah is coming’ (who is called Christ). ‘When he comes, he will proclaim all things to us.’ Jesus said to her, ‘I am he, the one who is speaking to you.’
Just then his disciples came. They were astonished that he was speaking with a woman, but no one said, ‘What do you want?’ or, ‘Why are you speaking with her?’ Then the woman left her water-jar and went back to the city. She said to the people, ‘Come and see a man who told me everything I have ever done! He cannot be the Messiah, can he?’ They left the city and were on their way to him.
...
Many Samaritans from that city believed in him because of the woman’s testimony, ‘He told me everything I have ever done.’ So when the Samaritans came to him, they asked him to stay with them; and he stayed there for two days. And many more believed because of his word. They said to the woman, ‘It is no longer because of what you said that we believe, for we have heard for ourselves, and we know that this is truly the Saviour of the world.’
In Eastern Christian tradition, the woman's name at the time of her meeting Jesus is unknown, though she was later christened "Photina". Her continuing witness is said to have brought so many to the Christian faith that she is described as "equal to the apostles". Eventually, having drawn the attention of Emperor Nero, she was brought before him to answer for her faith, suffering many tortures and dying a martyr after being thrown down a dry well.

George attended Trinity College, Cambridge, and became the Public Orator of the University, responsible for giving speeches of welcome in Latin to famous visitors, and writing letters of thanks, also in Latin, to acknowledge gifts of books for the University Library. This brought him to the attention of King James I, who granted him an annual allowance, and seemed likely to make him an ambassador. However, in 1625 the king died, and George Herbert, who had originally gone to college with the intention of becoming a priest, but had his head turned by the prospect of a career at Court, determined anew to seek ordination. In 1626 he was ordained, and became vicar and then rector of the parish of Bemerton and neighboring Fugglestone, not far from Salisbury.
He served faithfully as a parish priest, diligently visiting his parishioners and bringing them the sacraments when they were ill, and food and clothing when they were in want. He read Morning and Evening Prayer daily in the church, encouraging the congregation to join him when possible, and ringing the church bell before each service so that those who could not come might hear it and pause in their work to join their prayers with his. He used to go once a week to Salisbury to hear Evening Prayer sung there in the cathedral. On one occasion he was late because he had met a man whose horse had fallen with a heavy load, and he stopped, took off his coat, and helped the man to unload the cart, get the horse back on its feet, and then reload the cart. His spontaneous generosity and good will won him the affection of his parishioners.
Today, however, he is remembered chiefly for his book of poems, The Temple, which he sent shortly before his death to his friend Nicholas Ferrar, to publish if he thought them suitable. They were published after Herbert's death, and have influenced the style of other poets, including Samuel Taylor Coleridge. Several of them have been used as hymns, in particular "Teach me, my God and King," and "Let all the world in every corner sing." Another of his poems contains the lines:
Prayer, the Church's banquet, Angel's age,
God's breath in man returning to his birth,
The soul in paraphrase, the heart in pilgrimage,
The Christian plummet sounding heav'n and earth.
Two more of his poems follow:
THE FLOWER
How fresh, O Lord, how sweet and clean
are Thy returns! Even as the flowers in spring,
to which, besides their own demean,
the late-past frosts tributes of pleasure bring.
Grief melts away
like snow in May,
As if there were no such cold thing.
Who would have thought my shrivelled heart
could have recovered greenness? It was gone
quite underground, as flowers depart
to see their mother-root, when they have blown;
where they together
all the hard weather,
dead to the world, keep house unknown.

I
cannot attain unto it.
Whither shall I go then from thy
Spirit? or whither shall I go then from thy presence? If I
climb up into heaven, thou art there;
if I go down to hell,
thou art there also.
If I take the wings of the morning, and remain
in the uttermost parts of the sea, even there also shall
thy hand lead me, and thy right hand shall hold me.
If I say,
Peradventure the darkness shall cover me, then shall my
night be turned to day.
Yea, the darkness is no darkness with
thee, but the night is as clear as the day;
the darkness and
light to thee are both alike.
For my reins are thine;
thou hast covered me in my
mothers womb.
I will give thanks unto thee, for I am fearfully
and wonderfully made;
marvellous are thy works, and
that my soul knoweth right well.
My bones are not hid from
thee, though I be made secretly, and fashioned beneath in the
earth.
Thine eyes did see my substance, yet being imperfect;
and in thy book were all my members written, which day by
day were fashioned, when as yet there was none of them.
How dear are thy counsels unto me, O God;
O how great is
the sum of them! If I tell them, they are more in number than
the sand;
when I wake up, I am present with thee.

For they speak unrighteously against
thee;

Do not I hate

Try me, O God, and

prove me, and examine my

yea, a joyful and pleasant thing it is to be thankful.

praise him upon the loud cymbals.
Let every thing that hath breath praise the Lord.
The heavens declare the glory of God;
and the firmament showeth his handiwork.
One day telleth another, and one night certifieth another.
There is neither speech nor language but their voices are heard among them.
Their sound is gone out into all lands, and their words into the ends of the world.
In them hath he set a tabernacle for the sun, which cometh forth as a bridegroom out of his chamber, and rejoiceth as a giant to run his course.
It goeth forth from the uttermost part of the heaven, and runneth about unto the end of it again;
and there is nothing hid from the heat thereof.

The Lord is my strength, and my shield;
my heart hath trusted in him, and I am helped
Therefore my heart danceth for joy, and in my song will I praise him
The Lord is my strength, and he is the wholesome defence of his Anointed
O save thy people, and give thy blessing unto thine inheritance;
feed them, and set them up for ever
Bring unto the Lord, O ye mighty, bring young lambs unto the Lord;
ascribe unto the Lord worship and strength
Give the Lord the honour due unto his Name;
worship the Lord with holy worship
It is the Lord that commandeth the waters;
it is the glorious God that maketh the thunder
It is the Lord that ruleth the sea;
the voice of the Lord is mighty in operation
The voice of the Lord is a glorious voice
The voice of the Lord breaketh the cedar-trees;
yea, the Lord breaketh the cedars of Lebanon
He maketh them also to skip like a calf;
Lebanon also, and Sirion, like a young unicorn
The voice of the Lord divideth the flames of fire;
the voice of the Lord shaketh the wilderness;
yea, the Lord shaketh the wilderness of Kadesh
The voice of the Lord maketh the hinds to bring forth young, and discovereth the thick bushes;
in his temple doth every man speak of his honour
The Lord sitteth above the water-flood, and the Lord remaineth a King for ever
The Lord shall give strength unto his people;
the Lord shall give his people the blessing of peace
I will magnify thee, O Lord;
for thou hast set me up, and not made my foes to triumph over me
O Lord my God, I cried unto thee, and thou hast healed me
Thou, Lord, hast brought my soul out of hell;
thou hast kept my life from them that go down to the pit
Sing praises unto the Lord, O ye saints of his;
and give thanks unto him, for a remembrance of his holiness
For his wrath endureth but the twinkling of an eye, and in his pleasure is life;
heaviness may endure for a night, but joy cometh in the morning
And in my prosperity I said, I shall never be removed;
thou, Lord, of thy goodness, hast made my hill so strong
Thou didst turn thy face from me, and I was troubled
Then cried I unto thee, O Lord, and got me to my Lord right humbly
What profit is there in my blood, when I go down into the pit? Shall the dust give thanks unto thee? or shall it declare thy truth? Hear, O Lord, and have mercy upon me
Lord, be thou my helper
Thou hast turned my heaviness into joy;
thou hast put off my sackcloth, and girded me with gladness
Therefore shall every good man sing of thy praise without ceasing
O my God, I will give thanks unto thee for ever
In thee, O Lord, have I put my trust;
let me never be put to confusion
Deliver me in thy righteousness
Bow down thine ear to me;
make haste to deliver me
And be thou my strong rock, and house of defence, that thou mayest save me
For thou art my strong rock, and my castle;
be thou also my guide, and lead me for thy Names' sake
Draw me out of the net that they have laid privily for me;
for thou art my strength
Into thy hands I commend my spirit;
for thou hast redeemed me, O Lord, thou God of truth
I have hated them that hold of superstitious vanities, and my trust hath been in the Lord
I will be glad and rejoice in thy mercy;
for thou hast considered my trouble, and hast known my soul in adversities
Thou hast not shut me up into the hand of the enemy;
but hast set my feet in a large room
Have mercy upon me, O Lord, for I am in trouble, and mine eye is consumed for very heaviness, yea, my soul and my body
For my life is waxen old with heaviness, and my years with mourning
My strength faileth me, because of mine iniquity, and my bones are consumed
I became a reproof among all mine enemies, but especially among my neighbours
And they of mine acquaintance were afraid of me;
and they that did see me without, conveyed themselves from me
I am clean forgotten, as a dead man out of mind;
I am become like a broken vessel
For I have heard the blasphemy of the multitude, and fear is on every side, while they conspire together against me, and take their counsel to take away my life
But my hope hath been in thee, O Lord;
I have said, Thou art my God
My time is in thy hand;
deliver me from the hand of mine enemies, and from them that persecute me
Show thy servant the light of thy countenance, and save me for thy mercys sake
Let me not be confounded, O Lord, for I have called upon thee;
let the ungodly be put to confusion, and be put to silence in the grave
Let the lying lips be put to silence, which cruelly, disdainfully, and despitefully speak against the righteous
O how plentiful is thy goodness, which thou hast laid up for them that fear thee, and that thou hast prepared for them that put their trust in thee, even before the sons of men! Thou shalt hide them privily by thine own presence from the provoking of all men;
thou shalt keep them secretly in thy tabernacle from the strife of tongues
Thanks be to the Lord;
for he hath showed me marvellous great kindness in a strong city
And when I made haste, I said, I am cast out of the sight of thine eyes
Nevertheless, thou heardest the voice of my prayer, when I cried unto thee

For while I held my tongue, my bones consumed away through my daily complaining

I will acknowledge my sin unto thee;
and mine unrighteousness have I not hid

but in the great water-floods they shall not come nigh him
Thou art a place to hide me in;
thou shalt preserve me from trouble

and I will guide thee with mine eye
Be ye not like to horse and mule, which have no understanding, whose mouths must be held with bit and bridle, if they will not obey thee
Great plagues remain for the ungodly;
but whoso putteth his trust in the Lord, mercy embraceth him on every side
Be glad, O ye righteous, and rejoice in the Lord;
and be joyful, all ye that are true of heart
Rejoice in the Lord, O ye righteous;
for it becometh well the just to be to be thankful
Praise the Lord with harp;
sing praises unto him with the lute and instrument of ten strings
Sing unto the Lord a new song;
sing praises lustily unto him with a good courage
For the word of the Lord is true;
and all his works are faithful
He loveth righteousness and judgement;
the earth is were the heavens made, and all the hosts of them by the breath of his mouth
He gathereth the waters of the sea together, as it were upon an heap, and layeth up the deep, as in a treasure-house
Let all the earth fear the Lord;
stand in awe of him, all ye that dwell in the world
For he spoke, and it was done;
he commanded, and it stood fast
The Lord bringeth the counsel of the heathen to nought, and maketh the devices of the people to be of none effect, and casteth out the counsels of princes
The counsel of the Lord shall endure for ever, and the thoughts of his heart from generation to generation
Blessed are the people whose God is the Lord Jehovah;
and blessed are the folk that he hath chosen to him to be his inheritance

Our soul hath patiently tarried for the Lord;
for he is our help and our shield
For our heart shall rejoice in him, because we have hoped in his holy Name
Let thy merciful kindness, O Lord, be upon us, like as we do put our trust in thee
I will always give thanks unto the Lord;
his praise shall ever be in my mouth.
My soul shall make her boast in the Lord;
the humble shall hear thereof, and be glad.
O praise the Lord with me, and let us magnify his Name together.
I sought the Lord, and he heard me;
yea, he delivered me out of all my fear.
They had an eye unto him, and were lightened;
and their faces were not ashamed.
Lo, the poor crieth, and the Lord heareth him, yea, and saveth him out of all his troubles.
The angel of the Lord tarrieth round about them that fear him, and delivereth them.
O taste and see how gracious the Lord is;
blessed is the man that trusteth in him.
O fear the Lord, ye that are his saints;
for they that fear him lack nothing.
The lions do lack, and suffer hunger;
but they who seek the Lord shall want no manner of thing that is good.
Come, ye children, and hearken unto me;
I will teach you the fear of the Lord.
What man is he that lusteth to live, and would fain see good days? Keep thy tongue from evil, and thy lips, that they speak no guile.
Eschew evil, and do good;
seek peace, and ensue it.
The eyes of the Lord are over the righteous, and his ears are open unto their prayers.
The countenance of the Lord is against them that do evil, to root out the remembrance of them from the earth.
The righteous cry, and the Lord heareth them, and delivereth them out of all their troubles.

say unto my soul, I am thy salvation
Let them be confounded, and put to shame, that seek after my soul;
let them be turned back, and brought to confusion, that imagine mischief for me
Let them be as the dust before the wind, and the angel of the Lord scattering them
Let their way be dark and slippery, and let the angel of the Lord persecute them
For they have privily laid their net to destroy me without a cause;
yea, even without a cause have they made a pit for my soul
Let a sudden destruction come upon him unawares, and his net that he hath laid privily catch himself, that he may fall into his own mischief
And, my soul, be joyful in the Lord;
it shall rejoice in his salvation
All my bones shall say, Lord, who is like unto thee, who deliverest the poor from him that is too strong for him? yea, the poor, and him that is in misery, from him that spoileth him? False witnesses did rise up;
they laid to my charge things that I knew not
They rewarded me evil for good, to the great discomfort of my soul
Nevertheless, when they were sick, I put on sackcloth, and humbled my soul with fasting;
and my prayer shall turn into mine own bosom
I behaved myself as though it had been my friend or my brother;
I went heavily, as one that mourneth for his mother
But in mine adversity they rejoiced, and gathered themselves together;
yea, the very abjects came together against me unawares, making mouths at me, and ceased not
With the flatterers were busy mockers, who gnashed upon me with their teeth
Lord, how long wilt thou look upon this? O deliver my soul from the calamities which they bring on me, and my darling from the lions
So will I give thee thanks in the great congregation;
I will praise thee among much people
O let not them that are mine enemies triumph over me ungodly;
neither let them wink with their eyes, that hate me without a cause
And why? their communing is not for peace;
but they imagine deceitful words against them that are quiet in the land
They gaped upon me with their mouths, and said, Fie on thee! We on thee! we saw it with our eyes
This thou hast seen, O Lord
Hold not thy tongue then;
go not far from me, O Lord
Awake, and stand up to judge my quarrel;
avenge thou my cause, my God and my Lord
Judge me, O Lord my God, according to thy righteousness, and let them not triumph over me
Let them not say in their hearts, There! there! so would we have it;
neither let them say, We have devoured him
Let them be put to confusion and shame together, that rejoice at my trouble;
let them be clothed with rebuke and dishonour, that boast themselves against me
Let them be glad and rejoice, that favour my righteous dealing;
yea, let them say always, Blessed be the Lord, who hath pleasure in the prosperity of his servant
And as for my tongue, it shall be talking of thy righteousness and of thy praise all the day long
My heart showeth me the wickedness of the ungodly, that there is no fear of God before his eyes
For he flattereth himself in his own sight, until his abominable sin be found out
The words of his mouth are unrighteous and full of deceit;
he hath left off to behave himself wisely, and to do good
He imagineth mischief upon his bed, and hath set himself in no good way;
neither doth he abhor any thing that is evil
Thy mercy, O Lord, reacheth unto the heavens, and thy faithfulness unto the clouds
Thy righteousness standeth like the strong mountains;
thy judgements are like the great deep
Thou, Lord, shalt save both man and beast
How excellent is thy mercy, O God! And the children of men shall put their trust under the shadow of thy wings
They shall be satisfied with the plenteousness of thy house;
and thou shalt give them drink of thy pleasures, as out of the river
For with thee is the well of life;
and in thy light shall we see light
O continue forth thy loving-kindness unto them that know thee, and thy righteousness unto them that are true of heart
O let not the foot of pride come against me, and let not the hand of the ungodly cast me down
There are they fallen, all that work wickedness;
they are cast down, and shall not be able to stand
Fret not thyself because of the ungodly;
neither be thou envious against the evil doers
For they shall soon be cut down like the grass, and be withered even as the green herb
Put thou thy trust in the Lord, and be doing good;
dwell in the land, and verily thou shalt be fed
Delight thou in the Lord, and he shall give thee thy hearts desire
Commit thy way unto the Lord, and put thy trust in him, and he shall bring it to pass
He shall make thy righteousness as clear as the light, and thy just dealing as the noonday
Hold thee still in the Lord, and abide patiently upon him;
but grieve not thyself at him whose way doth prosper, against the man that doeth after evil counsels
Leave off from wrath, and let go displeasure;
fret not thyself, else shalt thou be moved to do evil
Wicked doers shall be rooted out;
and they that patiently abide the Lord, those shall inherit the land
Yet a little while, and the ungodly shall be clean gone;
thou shalt look after his place, and he shall be away
But the meek-spirited shall possess the earth, and shall be refreshed in the multitude of peace
The ungodly seeketh counsel against the just, and gnasheth upon him with his teeth
The Lord shall laugh him to scorn;
for he hath seen that his day is coming
The ungodly have drawn out the sword, and have bent their bow, to cast down the poor and needy, and to slay such as are of a right conversation
Their sword shall go through their own heart, and their bow shall be broken
A small thing that the righteous hath is better than great riches of the ungodly
For the arms of the ungodly shall be broken, and the Lord upholdeth the righteous
The Lord knoweth the days of the godly;
and their inheritance shall endure for ever
They shall not be confounded in the perilous time;
and in the days of dearth they shall have enough
As for the ungodly, they shall perish, and the enemies of the Lord shall consume as the fat of lambs;
yea, even as the smoke shall they consume away
The ungodly borroweth, and payeth not again;
but the righteous is merciful and liberal
Such as are blessed of God shall possess the land;
and they that are cursed of him shall be rooted out
The Lord ordereth a good mans going, and maketh his way acceptable to himself
Though he fall, he shall not be cast away;
for the Lord upholdeth him with his hand
I have been young, and now am old;
and yet saw I never the righteous forsaken, nor his seed begging their bread
The righteous is ever merciful, and lendeth, and his seed is blessed
Flee from evil, and do the thing that is good, and dwell for evermore
For the Lord loveth the thing that is right;
he forsaketh not his that be godly, but they are preserved for ever
The unrighteous shall be punished;
as for the seed of the ungodly, it shall be rooted out
The righteous shall inherit the land, and dwell therein for ever
The mouth of the righteous is exercised in wisdom, and his tongue will be talking of judgement
The law of his God is in his heart, and his goings shall not slide
The ungodly watcheth the righteous, and seeketh occasion to slay him
The Lord will not leave him in his hand, nor condemn him when he is judged
Hope thou in the Lord, and keep his way, and he shall promote thee, that thou shalt possess the land;
when the ungodly shall perish, thou shalt see it
I myself have seen the ungodly in great power, and flourishing like a green bay-tree
I went by, and lo, he was gone;
I sought him, but his place could nowhere be found
Keep innocency, and take heed unto the thing that is right;
for that shall bring a man peace at the last
As for the transgressors, they shall perish together;
and the end of the ungodly is, they shall be rooted out at the last
But the salvation of the righteous cometh of the Lord, who is also their strength in the time of trouble
And the Lord shall stand by them, and save them;
he shall deliver them from the ungodly, and shall save them, because they put their trust in him
I said, I will take heed to my ways, that I offend not in my tongue
I will keep my mouth as it were with a bridle, while the ungodly is in my sight
I held my tongue, and spoke nothing
I kept silence, yea, even from good words;
but it was pain and grief to me
My heart was hot within me, and while I was thus musing, the fire kindled, and at the last I spoke with my tongue: Lord, let me know mine end, and the number of my days, that I may be certified how long I have to live
Behold, thou hast made my days as it were a span long, and mine age is even as nothing in respect of thee;
and verily every man living is altogether vanity
For man walketh in a vain shadow, and disquieteth himself in vain;
he heapeth up riches, and cannot tell who shall gather them
And now, Lord, what is my hope? Truly my hope is even in thee
Deliver me from all mine offences;
and make me not a rebuke unto the foolish
I became dumb, and opened not my mouth;
for it was thy doing
Take thy plague away from me;
I am even consumed by the means of thy heavy hand
When thou with rebukes dost chasten man for sin, thou makest his beauty to consume away, like as it were a moth fretting a garment;
every man therefore is but vanity
Hear my prayer, O Lord, and with thine ears consider my calling;
hold not thy peace at my tears
For I am a stranger with thee, and a sojourner, as all my fathers were
O spare me a little, that I may recover my strength, before I go hence, and be no more seen
I waited patiently for the Lord, and he inclined unto me, and heard my calling
He brought me also out of the horrible pit, out of the mire and clay, and set my feet upon the rock, and ordered my goings
And he hath put a new song in my mouth, even a thanksgiving unto our God
Many shall see it, and fear, and shall put their trust in the Lord
Blessed is the man that hath set his hope in the Lord, and turned not unto the proud, and to such as go about with lies
O Lord my God, great are the wondrous works which thou hast done, like as be also thy thoughts, which are to us-ward;
and yet there is no man that ordereth them unto thee
If I should declare them, and speak of them, they should be more than I am able to express
Sacrifice and meat-offering thou wouldest not, but mine ears hast thou opened
Burnt-offerings and sacrifice for sin hast thou not required
Then said I, Lo, I come;
in the volume of the book it is written of me, that I should fulfil thy will, O my God
I am content to do it;
yea, thy law is within my heart
I have declared thy righteousness in the great congregation;
lo, I will not refrain my lips, O Lord, and that thou knowest
I have not hid thy righteousness within my heart;
my talk hath been of thy truth, and of thy salvation
I have not kept back thy loving mercy and truth from the great congregation
Withdraw not thou thy mercy from me, O Lord;
let thy loving-kindness and thy truth always preserve me
For innumerable troubles are come about me;
my sins have taken such hold upon me, that I am not able to look up
Yea, they are more in number than the hairs of my head, and my heart hath failed me
O Lord, let it be thy pleasure to deliver me;
make haste, O Lord, to help me
Let them be ashamed, and confounded together, that seek after my soul to destroy it;
let them be driven backward, and put to rebuke, that wish me evil
Let them be desolate, and rewarded with shame, that say unto me, Fie upon thee! We upon thee! Let all those that seek thee, be joyful and glad in thee;
and let such as love thy salvation, say always, The Lord be praised
As for me, I am poor and needy;
but the Lord careth for me
Thou art my helper and redeemer;
make no long tarrying, O my God
Blessed is he that considereth the poor and needy;
the Lord shall deliver him in the time of trouble
The Lord preserve him, and keep him alive, that he may be blessed upon earth;
and deliver not thou him into the will of his enemies
The Lord comfort him when he lieth sick upon his bed;
make thou all his bed in his sickness
I said, Lord, be merciful unto me;
heal my soul, for I have sinned against thee
Mine enemies speak evil of me: When shall he die, and his name perish? And if he come to see me, he speaketh vanity, and his heart conceiveth falsehood within himself;
and when he cometh forth, he telleth it
All mine enemies whisper together against me;
even against me do they imagine this evil
Let the sentence of guiltiness proceed against him;
and now that he lieth, let him rise up no more
Yea, even mine own familiar friend whom I trusted, who did also eat of my bread, hath laid great wait for me
But be thou merciful unto me, O Lord;
raise thou me up again, and I shall reward them
By this I know thou favourest me, that mine enemy doth not triumph against me
Thou has upholden me because of my innocency, and set me before thy face for ever
Blessed be the Lord God of Israel, world without end
Amen
Like as the hart desireth the water-brooks, so longeth my soul after thee, O God
My soul is athirst for God, yea, even for the living God;
when shall I come to appear before the presence of God? My tears have been my meat day and night, while they daily say unto me, Where is now thy God? Now when I think thereupon, I pour out my heart by myself;
for I went with the multitude, and brought them forth into the house of God, in the voice of praise and thanksgiving, among such as keep holy-day
Why art thou so full of heaviness, O my soul? and why art thou so disquieted within me? Put thy trust in God;
for I will give him thanks for the help of his countenance
My God, my soul is vexed within me;
therefore will I remember thee concerning the land of Jordan, and the little hill of Hermon
One deep calleth another, because of the noise of the water-pipes;
all thy waves and storms are gone over me
The Lord hath granted his loving-kindness in the daytime;
and in the night-season did I sing of him, and made my prayer unto the God of my life
I will say unto the God of my strength, Why hast thou forgotten me? why go I thus heavily, while the enemy oppresseth me? My bones are smitten asunder as with a sword, while mine enemies that trouble me cast me in the teeth;
namely, while they say daily unto me, Where is now thy God? Why art thou so vexed, O my soul? and why art thou so disquieted within me? O put thy trust in God;
for I will yet thank him, which is the help of my countenance, and my God
We have heard with our ears, O God, our fathers have told us what thou hast done in their time of old, how thou hast driven out the heathen with thy hand, and planted them in;
how thou hast destroyed the nations, and cast them out
For they got not the land in possession through their own sword, neither was it their own arm that helped them, but thy right hand, and thine arm, and the light of thy countenance, because thou hadst a favour unto them
Thou art my King, O God;
send help unto Jacob
Through thee will we overthrow our enemies, and in thy Name will we tread them under that rise up against us
For I will not trust in my bow;
it is not my sword that shall help me
But it is thou that savest us from our enemies, and puttest them to confusion that hate us
We make our boast of God all day long, and will praise thy Name for ever
But now thou art far off, and puttest us to confusion, and goest not forth with our armies
Thou makest us to turn our backs upon our enemies, so that they which hate us spoil our goods
Thou lettest us be eaten up like sheep, and hast scattered us among the heathen
Thou sellest thy people for nought, and takest no money for them
Thou makest us to be rebuked of our neighbours, to be laughed to scorn, and had in derision of them that are round about us
Thou makest us to be a byword among the heathen, and that the people shake their heads at us
My confusion is daily before me, and the shame of my face hath covered me, for the voice of the slanderer and blasphemer, for the enemy and avenger
And though all this be come upon us, yet do we not forget thee, nor behave ourselves frowardly in thy covenant
Our heart is not turned back, neither our steps gone out of thy way, no, not when thou hast smitten us into the place of dragons, and covered us with the shadow of death
If we have forgotten the Name of our God, and holden up our hands to any strange god, shall not God search it out? for he knoweth the very secrets of the heart
For thy sake also are we killed all the day long, and are counted as sheep appointed to be slain
Up, Lord, why sleepest thou? Awake, and be not absent from us for ever
Wherefore hidest thou thy face, and forgettest our misery and trouble? For our soul is brought low, even unto the dust;
our belly cleaveth unto the ground
Arise, and help us, and deliver us, for thy mercys sake
My heart is inditing of a good matter;
I speak the things which I have made unto the King
My tongue is the pen of a ready writer
Thou art fairer than the children of men;
full of grace are thy lips, because God hath blessed thee for ever
Gird thee with thy sword upon thy thigh, O thou Most Mighty, according to thy worship and renown
Good luck have thou with thine honour;
ride on, because of the word of truth, of meekness, and righteousness, and thy right hand shall teach thee terrible things
Thy arrows are very sharp, and the people shall be subdued unto thee, even in the midst among the Kings enemies
Thy seat, O God, endureth for ever;
the sceptre of thy kingdom is a right sceptre
Thou hast loved righteousness, and hated iniquity;
wherefore God, even thy God, hath anointed thee with the oil of gladness above thy fellows
All thy garments smell of myrrh, aloes, and cassia, out of the ivory palaces, whereby they have made thee glad
Kings daughters are among thy honourable women;
upon thy right hand doth stand the queen in a vesture of gold, wrought about with divers colours
Hearken, O daughter, and consider;
incline thine ear
Forget also thine own people, and thy fathers house
So shall the King have pleasure in thy beauty;
for he is thy Lord God, and worship thou him
And the daughter of Tyre shall be there with a gift, like as the rich also among the people shall make their supplication before thee
The Kings daughter is all glorious within;
her clothing is of wrought gold
She shall be brought unto the King in raiment of needlework;
the virgins that be her fellows shall bear her company, and shall be brought unto thee
With joy and gladness shall they be brought, and shall enter into the Kings palace
Instead of thy fathers, thou shalt have children, whom thou mayest make princes in all lands
I will remember thy Name from one generation to another;
therefore shall the people give thanks unto thee, world without end
God is our hope and strength, a very present help in trouble
Therefore will we not fear, though the earth be moved, and though the hills be carried into the midst of the sea, though the waters thereof rage and swell, and though the mountains shake at the tempest of the same
The rivers of the flood thereof shall make glad the city of God, the holy place of the tabernacle of the Most Highest
God is in the midst of her;
therefore shall she not be removed
God shall help her, and that right early
The heathen make much ado, and the kingdoms are moved;
but God hath showed his voice, and the earth shall melt away
The Lord of hosts is with us;
the God of Jacob is our refuge
O come hither, and behold the works of the Lord, what destruction he hath brought upon the earth
He maketh wars to cease in all the world;
he breaketh the bow, and knappeth the spear in sunder, and burneth the chariots in the Wre
Be still then, and know that I am God;
I will be exalted among the heathen, and I will be exalted in the earth
The Lord of hosts is with us;
the God of Jacob is our refuge
O clap your hands together, all ye people;
O sing unto God with the voice of melody
For the Lord is high, and to be feared;
he is the great King upon all the earth
He shall subdue the people under us, and the nations under our feet
He shall choose out an heritage for us, even the worship of Jacob, whom he loved
God is gone up with a merry noise, and the Lord with the sound of the trump
O sing praises, sing praises unto our God;
O sing praises, sing praises unto our King
For God is the King of all the earth;
sing ye praises with understanding
God reigneth over the heathen;
God sitteth upon his holy seat
The princes of the people are joined unto the people of the God of Abraham;
for God, which is very high exalted, doth defend the earth, as it were with a shield
Great is the Lord, and highly to be praised in the city of our God, even upon his holy hill
The hill of Sion is a fair place, and the joy of the whole earth;
upon the north side lieth the city of the great King
God is well known in her palaces as a sure refuge
For lo, the kings of the earth were gathered, and gone by together
They marvelled to see such things;
they were astonished, and suddenly cast down
Fear came there upon them, and sorrow, as upon a woman in her travail
Thou shalt break the ships of the sea through the east wind
Like as we have heard, so have we seen in the city of the Lord of hosts, in the city of our God;
God upholdeth the same for ever
We wait for thy loving-kindness, O God, in the midst of thy temple
O God, according to thy Name, so is thy praise unto the worlds end;
thy right hand is full of righteousness
Let the Mount Sion rejoice, and the daughter of Judah be glad, because of thy judgements
Walk about Sion, and go round about her, and tell the towers thereof
Mark well her bulwarks, set up her houses, that ye may tell them that come after
For this God is our God for ever and ever;
he shall be our guide unto death
The Lord, even the Most Mighty God, hath spoken, and called the world, from the rising up of the sun unto the going down thereof
Out of Sion hath God appeared in perfect beauty
Our God shall come, and shall not keep silence;
there shall go before him a consuming fire, and a mighty tempest shall be stirred up round about him
He shall call the heaven from above, and the earth, that he may judge his people
Gather my saints together unto me, those that have made a covenant with me with sacrifice
And the heavens shall declare his righteousness;
for God is Judge himself
Hear, O my people, and I will speak;
I myself will testify against thee, O Israel;
for I am God, even thy God
I will not reprove thee because of thy sacrifices or for thy burnt-offerings, because they were not always before me
I will take no bullock out of thine house, nor he-goats out of thy folds
For all the beasts of the forest are mine, and so are the cattle upon a thousand hills
I know all the fowls upon the mountains, and the wild beasts of the field are in my sight
If I be hungry, I will not tell thee;
for the whole world is mine, and all that is therein
Thinkest thou that I will eat bulls flesh, and drink the blood of goats? Offer unto God thanksgiving, and pay thy vows unto the Most Highest
And call upon me in the time of trouble;
so will I hear thee, and thou shalt praise me
But unto the ungodly said God, Why dost thou preach my laws, and takest my covenant in thy mouth, whereas thou hatest to be reformed, and hast cast my words behind thee? When thou sawest a thief, thou consentedst unto him, and hast been partaker with the adulterers
Thou hast let thy mouth speak wickedness, and with thy tongue thou hast set forth deceit
Thou sattest and spakest against thy brother, yea, and hast slandered thine own mothers son
These things hast thou done, and I held my tongue, and thou thoughtest wickedly that I am even such a one as thyself;
but I will reprove thee, and set before thee the things that thou hast done
O consider this, ye that forget God, lest I pluck you away, and there be none to deliver you
Whoso offereth me thanks and praise, he honoureth me;
and to him that ordereth his conversation right, will I show the salvation of God
Have mercy upon me, O God, after thy great goodness;
according to the multitude of thy mercies do away mine offences.
Wash me throughly from my wickedness, and cleanse me from my sin.
For I acknowledge my faults, and my sin is ever before me.
Against thee only have I sinned, and done this evil in thy sight, that thou mightest be justified in thy saying, and clear when thou shalt judge.
Behold, I was shapen in wickedness, and in sin hath my mother conceived me.
But lo, thou requirest truth in the inward parts, and shalt make me to understand wisdom secretly.
Thou shalt purge me with hyssop, and I shall be clean;
thou shalt wash me, and I shall be whiter than snow.
Thou shalt make me hear of joy and gladness, that the bones which thou hast broken may rejoice.
Turn thy face from my sins, and put out all my misdeeds.
Make me a clean heart, O God, and renew a right spirit within me.
Cast me not away from thy presence, and take not thy holy Spirit from me.
O give me the comfort of thy help again, and stablish me with thy free Spirit.
Then shall I teach thy ways unto the wicked, and sinners shall be converted unto thee.
Deliver me from blood-guiltiness, O God, thou that art the God of my health;
and my tongue shall sing of thy righteousness.
Thou shalt open my lips, O Lord, and my mouth shall show thy praise.
For thou desirest no sacrifice, else would I give it thee;
but thou delightest not in burnt-offerings.
The sacrifice of God is a troubled spirit;
a broken and contrite heart, O God, shalt thou not despise.
O be favourable and gracious unto Sion;
build thou the walls of Jerusalem.
Then shalt thou be pleased with the sacrifice of righteousness, with the burnt-offerings and oblations;
then shall they offer young bullocks upon thine altar.
Why boastest thou thyself, thou tyrant, that thou canst do
mischief, whereas the goodness of God endureth yet daily?
Thy tongue imagineth wickedness, and with lies thou cuttest
like a sharp razor.
Thou hast loved unrighteousness more
than goodness, and to talk of lies more than righteousness.
Thou hast loved to speak all words that may do hurt, O thou
false tongue.
Therefore shall God destroy thee for ever;
he shall take
thee, and pluck thee out of thy dwelling, and root thee out of
the land of the living.
The righteous also shall see this, and
fear, and shall laugh him to scorn: Lo, this is the man that
took not God for his strength, but trusted unto the multitude
of his riches and strengthened himself in his wickedness.
As
for me, I am like a green olive-tree in the house of God;
my
trust is in the tender mercy of God for ever and ever.
I will
always give thanks unto thee for that thou hast done;
and I
will hope in thy Name, for thy saints like it well.
Save me, O God, for thy Names sake, and avenge me in thy
strength.
Hear my prayer, O God, and hearken unto the
words of my mouth.
For strangers are risen up against me;
and tyrants, which have not God before their eyes, seek after
my soul.
Behold, God is my helper;
the Lord is with them
that uphold my soul.
He shall reward evil unto mine enemies;
destroy thou them in thy truth.
An offering of a free heart will I give thee, and praise thy
Name, O Lord, because it is so comfortable.
For he hath delivered
me out of all my trouble;
and mine eye hath seen his
desire upon mine enemies.
Hear my prayer, O God, and hide not thyself from my petition.
Take heed unto me, and hear me, how I mourn in my prayer, and am vexed.
The enemy crieth so, and the ungodly cometh on so fast;
for they are minded to do me some mischief, so maliciously are they set against me.
My heart is disquieted within me, and the fear of death is fallen upon me.
Fearfulness and trembling are come upon me, and an horrible dread hath overwhelmed me.
And I said, O that I had wings like a dove! for then would I flee away, and be at rest.
Lo, then would I get me away far off, and remain in the wilderness.
I would make haste to escape, because of the stormy wind and tempest.
Destroy their tongues, O Lord, and divide them;
for I have spied unrighteousness and strife in the city.
Day and night they go about within the walls thereof;
mischief also and sorrow are in the midst of it.
Wickedness is therein;
deceit and guile go not out of her streets.
For it is not an open enemy that hath done me this dishonour;
for then I could have borne it.
Neither was it mine adversary that did magnify himself against me;
for then peradventure I would have hid myself from him.
But it was even thou, my companion, my guide, and mine own familiar friend.
We took sweet counsel together, and walked in the house of God as friends.
Let death come hastily upon them, and let them go down quick into hell;
for wickedness is in their dwellings, and among them.
As for me, I will call upon God, and the Lord shall save me.
In the evening, and morning, and at noonday will I pray, and that instantly;
and he shall hear my voice.
It is he that hath delivered my soul in peace from the battle that was against me;
for there were many with me.
Yea, even God, that endureth for ever, shall hear me, and bring them down;
for they will not turn, nor fear God.
He laid his hands upon such as be at peace with him, and he broke his covenant.

thou hast promised to help me, for thou art my house of defence, and my castle.
Deliver me, O my God, out of the hand of the ungodly, out of the hand of the unrighteous and cruel man.
For thou, O Lord God, art the thing that I long for;
thou art my hope, even from my youth.
Through thee have I been holden up ever since I was born;
thou art he that took me out of my mother’s womb.
My praise shall be always of thee.
I am become as it were a monster unto many, but my sure trust is in thee.
O let my mouth be filled with thy praise, that I may sing of thy glory and honour all the day long.
Cast me not away in the time of age;
forsake me not when my strength faileth me.
For mine enemies speak against me;
and they that lay wait for my soul take their counsel together, saying, God hath forsaken him.
Persecute him, and take him, for there is none to deliver him.
Go not far from me, O God;
my God, haste thee to help me.
Let them be confounded and perish that are against my soul;
let them be covered with shame and dishonour that seek to do me evil.
As for me, I will patiently abide always, and will praise thee more and more.
My mouth shall daily speak of thy righteousness and salvation;
for I know no end thereof.
I will go forth in the strength of the Lord God, and will make mention of thy righteousness only.
Thou, O God, hast taught me from my youth up until now;
therefore will I tell of thy wondrous works.
Forsake me not, O God, in mine old age, when I am gray-headed, until I have showed thy strength unto this generation, and thy power to all them that are yet for to come.
Thy righteousness, O God, is very high, and great things are they that thou hast done;

prayer shall be made ever unto him, and daily shall he be praised.
There shall be an heap of corn in the earth, high upon the hills;
his fruit shall shake like Lebanon, and shall be green in the city like grass upon the earth.
His Name shall endure for ever;
his Name shall remain under the sun among the posterities, which shall be blessed in him.
And all the heathen shall praise him.
Blessed be the Lord God, even the God of Israel, which only doeth wondrous things;
and blessed be the Name of his Majesty for ever.
And all the earth shall be filled with his Majesty.
Amen, Amen.
Truly God is loving unto Israel,
even unto such as are of a clean heart.
Nevertheless,
my feet were almost gone;
my treadings had well-nigh slipped.
And why? I was grieved at the wicked;
I do also see the ungodly in such prosperity.
For they are in no peril of death,
but are lusty and strong.
They come in no misfortune like other folk;
neither are they plagued like other men.
And this is the cause that they are so holden with pride,
and overwhelmed with cruelty.
Their eyes swell with fatness,
and they do even what they lust.
They corrupt others, and speak of wicked blasphemy;
their talking is against the Most High.
For they stretch forth their mouth unto the heaven,
and their tongue goeth through the world.
Therefore fall the people unto them,
and thereout suck they no small advantage.
Tush, say they, how should God perceive it? ,
Is there knowledge in the Most High? ,
Lo, these are the ungodly, these prosper in the world, and these have riches in possession;
and I said, Then have I cleansed my heart in vain, and washed my hands in innocency.
All the day long have I been punished,
and chastened every morning.
Yea, and I had almost said even as they;
but lo, then I should have condemned the generation of thy children.
Then thought I to understand this;
but it was too hard for me, until I went into the sanctuary of God.
Then understood I the end of these men,
namely, how thou dost set them in slippery places, and castest them down, and destroyest them.

Yea, they said in their hearts, let us make havoc of them altogether.
Thus have they burnt up all the houses of God in the land.
We see not our tokens.
There is not one prophet more; no, not one is there among us, that understandeth any more.
O God, how long shall the adversary do this dishonour? Shall the enemy blaspheme thy Name for ever? Why withdrawest thou thy hand? Why pluckest thou not thy right hand out of thy bosom to consume the enemy? For God is my King of old; the help that is done upon earth, he doeth it himself.
Thou didst divide the sea through thy power; thou brokest the heads of the dragons in the waters.
Thou smotest the heads of Leviathan in pieces, and gavest him to be meat for the people of the wilderness.
Thou broughtest out fountains and waters out of the hard rocks; thou driedst up mighty waters.
The day is thine, and the night is thine; thou hast prepared the light and the sun.
Thou hast set all the borders of the earth; thou hast made summer and winter.
Remember this, O Lord, how the enemy hath rebuked, and how the foolish people hath blasphemed thy Name.
O deliver not the soul of thy turtle-dove unto the multitude of the enemies; and forget not the congregation of the poor for ever.
Look upon the covenant; for all the earth is full of darkness and cruel habitations.
O let not the simple go away ashamed; but let the poor and needy give praise unto thy Name.
Arise, O God, maintain thine own cause; remember how the foolish man blasphemeth thee daily.
Forget not the voice of thine enemies; the presumption of them that hate thee increaseth ever more and more.
Unto thee, O God, do we give thanks;
yea, unto thee do we give thanks.
Thy Name also is so nigh;
and that do thy wondrous works declare.
When I receive the congregation, I shall judge according unto right.
The earth is weak, and all the inhabiters thereof;
I bear up the pillars of it.
I said unto the fools, Deal not so madly;
and to the ungodly, Set not up your horn.
Set not up your horn on high, and speak not with a stiff neck.
For promotion cometh neither from the east, nor from the west, nor yet from the south.
And why? God is the Judge;
he putteth down one, and setteth up another.
For in the hand of the Lord there is a cup, and the wine is red;
it is full mixed, and he poureth out of the same.
As for the dregs thereof, all the ungodly of the earth shall drink them, and suck them out.
But I will talk of the God of Jacob, and praise him for ever.
All the horns of the ungodly also will I break, and the horns of the righteous shall be exalted.
In Jewry is God known;
his Name is great in Israel.
At Salem is his tabernacle, and his dwelling in Sion.
There broke he the arrows of the bow, the shield, the sword, and the battle.
Thou art of more honour and might than the hills of the robbers.
The proud are robbed;
they have slept their sleep, and all the men whose hands were mighty have found nothing.
At thy rebuke, O God of Jacob, both the chariot and horse are fallen.
Thou, even thou art to be feared;
and who may stand in thy sight when thou art angry? Thou didst cause thy judgement to be heard from heaven;
the earth trembled, and was still, when God arose to judgement, and to help all the meek upon earth.
The fierceness of man shall turn to thy praise;
and the fierceness of them shalt thou refrain.
Promise unto the Lord your God, and keep it, all ye that are round about him;
bring presents unto him that ought to be feared.
He shall refrain the spirit of princes, and is wonderful among the kings of the earth.
I will cry unto God with my voice;
even unto God will I cry with my voice, and he shall hearken unto me.
In the time of my trouble I sought the Lord;
my sore ran, and ceased not in the night-season;
my soul refused comfort.
When I am in heaviness, I will think upon God;
when my heart is vexed, I will complain.
Thou holdest mine eyes waking;
I am so feeble that I cannot speak.
I have considered the days of old, and the years that are past.
I call to remembrance my song, and in the night I commune with mine own heart, and search out my spirits.
Will the Lord absent himself for ever? and will he be no more intreated? Is his mercy clean gone for ever? and is his promise come utterly to an end for evermore? Hath God forgotten to be gracious? and will he shut up his loving-kindness in displeasure? And I said, It is mine own infirmity;
but I will remember the years of the right hand of the Most Highest.
I will remember the works of the Lord, and call to mind thy wonders of old time.
I will think also of all thy works, and my talking shall be of thy doings.
Thy way, O God, is holy;
who is so great a God as our God? Thou art the God that doest wonders, and hast declared thy power among the people.
Thou hast mightily delivered thy people, even the sons of Jacob and Joseph.
The waters saw thee, O God, the waters saw thee, and were afraid;
the depths also were troubled.
The clouds poured out water, the air thundered, and thine arrows went abroad.
The voice of thy thunder was heard round about;
the lightnings shone upon the ground.
The earth was moved, and shook withal.
Thy way is in the sea, and thy paths in the great waters, and thy footsteps are not known.
Thou leddest thy people like sheep, by the hand of Moses and Aaron.
Hear my law, O my people;
incline your ears unto the words of my mouth.
I will open my mouth in a parable;
I will declare hard sentences of old (which we have heard and known, and such as our fathers have told us), that we should not hide them from the children of the generations to come but to show the honour of the Lord, his mighty and wonderful works that he hath done.
He made a covenant with Jacob, and gave Israel a law, which he commanded our forefathers to teach their children, that their posterity might know it, and the children which were yet unborn, to the intent that when they came up, they might show their children the same, that they might put their trust in God, and not to forget the works of God, but to keep his commandments and not to be as their forefathers, a faithless and stubborn generation (a generation that set not their heart aright, and whose spirit cleaveth not steadfastly unto God), like as the children of Ephraim, who being harnessed, and carrying bows, turned themselves back in the day of battle.

He brought waters out of the stony rock, so that it gushed out like the rivers.
Yet for all this they sinned more against him, and provoked the Most Highest in the wilderness.
They tempted God in their hearts, and required meat for their lust.
They spoke against God also, saying, Shall God prepare a table in the wilderness? He smote the stony rock indeed, that the water gushed out, and the streams flowed withal;

He rained down manna also upon them for to eat, and gave them food from heaven.
So man did eat angels? food;
for he sent them meat enough.
He caused the east wind to blow under heaven;
and through his power he brought in the south-west wind.
He rained down manna upon them as thick as dust, and feathered fowls like as the sand of the sea.
He let it fall among their tents, even round about their habitation.
So they did eat, and were well filled, for he gave them their own desire;
they were not disappointed of their lust.
But while the meat was yet in their mouths, the heavy wrath of God came upon them, and slew the wealthiest of them, yea, and smote down the chosen men that were in Israel.
But for all this they sinned yet more, and believed not his wondrous works.
Therefore their days did he consume in vanity, and their years in trouble.
When he slew them, they sought him, and turned them early, and inquired after God.
And they remembered that God was their strength, and that the high God was their redeemer.
Nevertheless, they did but flatter him with their mouth, and dissembled with him in their tongue.
For their heart was not whole with him, neither continued they steadfast in his covenant.
But he was so merciful, that he forgave their misdeeds, and destroyed them not.
Yea, many a time turned he arise.
For he considered that they were but flesh, and that they were even a wind that passeth away, and cometh not again.
Many a time did they provoke him in the wilderness, and grieved him in the desert.
They turned back, and tempted God, and moved the Holy One in Israel.
They thought not of his hand, and of the day when he delivered them from the hand of the enemy, how he had wrought his miracles in Egypt, and his wonders in the field of Zoan.
He turned their waters into blood, so that they might not drink of the rivers.
He sent lice among them, and devoured them up, and frogs to destroy them.
He gave their fruit unto the caterpillar, and their labour unto the grasshopper.
He destroyed their vines with hail-stones, and their mulberry-trees with the frost.
He smote their cattle also with hail-stones, and their flocks with hot thunderbolts.
He cast upon them the furiousness of his wrath, anger, displeasure, and trouble, and sent evil angels among them.
He made a way to his indignation, and spared not their soul from death, but gave their life over to the pestilence, and smote all the first-born in Egypt, the most principal and mightiest in the dwellings of Ham.
But as for his own people, he led them forth like sheep, and carried them in the wilderness like a flock.
He brought them out safely, that they should not fear, and overwhelmed their enemies with the sea, and brought them within the borders of his sanctuary, even to this mountain, which he purchased with his right hand.
He cast out the heathen also before them, caused their land to be divided among them for an heritage, and made the tribes of Israel to dwell in their tents.

He refused the tabernacle of Joseph, and chose not the tribe of Ephraim, but chose the tribe of Judah, even the hill of Sion which he loved.
And there he built his temple on high, and laid the foundation of it like the ground which he hath made continually.
He chose David also his servant, and took him away from the sheepfolds.
As he was following the ewes with their young, he took him, that he might feed Jacob his people, and Israel his inheritance.
So he fed them with a faithful and true heart, and ruled them prudently with all his power.
O Lord our Governor, how excellent is thy Name in all the world;
thou that hast set thy glory above the heavens! Out of the mouth of very babes and sucklings hast thou ordained strength, because of thine enemies, that thou mightest still the enemy and the avenger.
For I will consider thy heavens, even the works of thy fingers, the moon and the stars, which thou hast ordained.
What is man, that thou art mindful of him? and the son of man, that thou visitest him? Thou madest him lower than the angels, to crown him with glory and worship.
Thou makest him to have dominion of the works of thy hands;
and thou hast put all things in subjection under his feet all sheep and oxen, yea, and the beasts of the field, the fowls of the air, and the fishes of the sea, and whatsoever walketh through the paths of the seas.
O Lord our Governor, how excellent is thy Name in all the world!
Hear, O thou shepherd of Israel, thou that leadest Joseph like a flock;
show thyself also, thou that sittest upon the cherubim.
Before Ephraim, Benjamin, and Manasseh, stir up thy strength, and come and help us.
Turn us again, O God;
show the light of thy countenance, and we shall be whole.
O Lord God of hosts, how long wilt thou be angry with thy people that prayeth? Thou feedest them with the bread of tears, and givest them plenteousness of tears to drink.
Thou hast made us a very strife unto our neighbours, and our enemies laugh us to scorn.
Turn us again, thou God of hosts;
show the light of thy countenance, and we shall be whole.
Thou hast brought a vine out of Egypt;
thou hast cast out the heathen, and planted it.
Thou madest room for it;
and when it had taken root, it filled the land.
The hills were covered with the shadow of it;
and the boughs thereof were like the goodly cedar- trees.
She stretched out her branches unto the sea, and her boughs unto the river.
Why hast thou then broken down her hedge, that all they that go by pluck off her grapes? The wild boar out of the wood doth root it up, and the wild beasts of the field devour it.
Turn thee again, thou God of hosts, look down from heaven, behold, and visit this vine, and the place of the vineyard that thy right hand hath planted, and the branch that thou madest so strong for thyself.
It is burnt with fire, and cut down;
and they shall perish at the rebuke of thy countenance.

O let us live, and we shall call upon thy Name.

make a cheerful noise unto the God of Jacob.
Take the psalm, bring hither the tabret, the merry harp with the lute.
Blow up the trumpet in the new moon, even in the time appointed, and upon our solemn feast-day.
For this was made a statute for Israel, and a law of the God of Jacob.
This he ordained in Joseph for a testimony, when he came out of the land of Egypt, and had heard a strange language.
I eased his shoulder from the burden, and his hands were delivered from making the pots.
Thou calledst upon me in troubles, and I delivered thee, and heard thee what time as the storm fell upon thee.
I proved thee also at the waters of strife.
Hear, O my people;
and I will assure thee, O Israel, if thou wilt hearken unto me.

open thy mouth wide, and I shall fill it.

He should have fed them also with the finest wheat-flour;
and with honey out of the stony rock.
God standeth in the congregation of princes;
he is a Judge among gods.
How long will ye give wrong judgement, and accept the persons of the ungodly? Defend the poor and fatherless;
see that such as are in need and necessity have right.
Deliver the outcast and poor;
save them from the hand of the ungodly.
They will not be learned nor understand, but walk on still in darkness;
all the foundations of the earth are out of course.
I have said, Ye are gods, and ye are all the children of the Most Highest.
But ye shall die like men, and fall like one of the princes.
Arise, O God, and judge thou the earth;
for thou shalt take all heathen to thine inheritance.
O how amiable are thy dwellings, thou Lord of hosts! My
soul hath a desire and longing to enter into the courts of the
Lord;
my heart and my flesh rejoice in the living God.
Yea, the sparrow hath found her an house, and the swallow
a nest, where she may lay her young, even thy altars, O Lord
of hosts, my King and my God.
Blessed are they that dwell in thy house;
they will be always
praising thee.
Blessed is the man whose strength is in
thee, in whose heart are thy ways, who going through the
vale of misery use it for a well;
and the pools are filled with
water.
They will go from strength to strength, and unto the
God of gods appeareth every one of them in Sion.
O Lord God of hosts, hear my prayer;
hearken, O God of
Jacob.
Behold, O God our defender, and look upon the face
of thine Anointed.
For one day in thy courts is better than a thousand.
I had
rather be a door-keeper in the house of my God, than to
dwell in the tents of ungodliness.
For the Lord God is a light
and defence;
the Lord will give grace and worship, and no
good thing shall he withhold from them that live a godly life.
O Lord God of hosts, blessed is the man that putteth his trust
in thee.
Lord, thou art become gracious unto thy land;
thou hast turned away the captivity of Jacob.
Thou hast forgiven the offence of thy people, and covered all their sins.
Thou hast taken away all thy displeasure, and turned thyself from thy wrathful indignation.
Turn us then, O God our Saviour, and let thine anger cease from us.

For thou, Lord, art good and gracious, and of great mercy unto all them that call upon thee.
Give ear, Lord, unto my prayer, and ponder the voice of my humble desires.
In the time of my trouble I will call upon thee;
for thou hearest me.
Among the gods there is none like unto thee, O Lord;
there is not one that can do as thou doest.
All nations whom thou hast made shall come and worship thee, O Lord, and shall glorify thy Name.
For thou art great, and doest wondrous things;
thou art God alone.
Teach me thy way, O Lord, and I will walk in thy truth;
O knit my heart unto thee, that I may fear thy Name.
I will thank thee, O Lord my God, with all my heart, and will praise thy Name for evermore.
For great is thy mercy toward me;
and thou hast delivered my soul from the nethermost hell.

For my soul is full of trouble, and my life draweth nigh unto hell.

Shall thy wondrous works be known in the dark? and thy righteousness in the land where all things are forgotten? Unto thee have I cried, O Lord, and early shall my prayer come before thee.
Lord, why abhorrest thou my soul, and hidest thou thy face from me? I am in misery, and like unto him that is at the point to die; even from my youth up, thy terrors have I suffered with a troubled mind.
Thy wrathful displeasure goeth over me, and the fear of thee hath undone me.
They came round about me daily like water, and compassed me together on every side.
My lovers and friends hast thou put away from me, and hid mine acquaintance out of my sight.
I will give thanks unto thee, O Lord, with my whole heart;
I will speak of all thy marvellous works.
I will be glad and rejoice in thee;

in the same net which they hid privily is their foot taken.
The Lord is known to execute judgement;
the ungodly is trapped in the work of his own hands.
The wicked shall be turned into hell, and all the people that forget God.
For the poor shall not always be forgotten;
the patient abiding of the meek shall not perish for ever.
Up, Lord, and let not man have the upper hand;
let the heathen be judged in thy sight.
Put them in fear, O Lord, that the heathen may know themselves to be but men.
Lord, thou hast been our refuge, from one generation to another.
Before the mountains were brought forth, or ever the earth and the world were made, thou art God from everlasting, and world without end.

Turn thee again, O Lord, at the last, and be gracious unto thy servants.

so shall we rejoice and be glad all the days of our life.
Comfort us again now after the time that thou hast plagued us, and for the years wherein we have suffered adversity.
Show thy servants thy work, and their children thy glory.
And the glorious Majesty of the Lord our God be upon us.
Prosper thou the work of our hands upon us;
O prosper thou our handiwork.
Whoso dwelleth under the defence of the Most High, shall abide under the shadow of the Almighty.
I will say unto the Lord, Thou art my hope, and my stronghold, my God; in him will I trust.

let us heartily rejoice in the strength of our salvation.
Let us come before his presence with thanksgiving, and show ourselves glad in him with psalms.
For the Lord is a great God, and a great King above all gods.
In his hand are all the corners of the earth;
and the strength of the hills is his also.
The sea is his, and he made it;
and his hands prepared the dry land.
O come, let us worship and fall down, and kneel before the Lord our Maker.
For he is the Lord our God;
and we are the people of his pasture, and the sheep of his hand.
Today if ye will hear his voice, harden not your hearts as in the provocation, and as in the day of temptation in the wilderness, when your fathers tempted me, proved me, and saw my works.
Forty years long was I grieved with this generation, and said, It is a people that do err in their hearts, for they have not known my ways, unto whom I swore in my wrath, that they should not enter into my rest.
Sing unto the lord a new song;
sing unto the Lord, all the whole earth.
Sing unto the Lord, and praise his Name;
be telling of his salvation from day to day.
Declare his honour unto the heathen, and his wonders unto all people.
For the Lord is great, and cannot worthily be praised;
he is more to be feared than all gods.
As for all the gods of the heathen, they are but idols;
but it is the Lord that made the heavens.
Glory and worship are before him;
power and honour are in his sanctuary.
Ascribe unto the Lord, O ye kindreds of the people, ascribe unto the Lord worship and power.
Ascribe unto the Lord the honour due unto his Name;
bring presents, and come into his courts.
O worship the Lord in the beauty of holiness;
let the whole earth stand in awe of him.
Tell it out among the heathen that the Lord is King, and that it is he who hath made the round world so fast that it cannot be moved, and how that he shall judge the people righteously.
Let the heavens rejoice, and let the earth be glad;

With righteousness shall he judge the world, and the people with equity.

Eternal Lord God, you hold all souls in life: Give to your whole Church in paradise and on earth your light and your peace; and grant that we, following the good examples of those who have served you here and are now at rest, may at the last enter with them into your unending joy; through Jesus Christ our Lord, who lives and reigns with you, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, one God, now and for ever. Amen.

thy kingdom come,
thy will be done, on earth as it is in heaven.
Give us this day our daily bread.
And forgive us our trespasses,
as we forgive those who trespass
against us.
And lead us not into temptation,
but deliver us from evil.

for ever and ever. Amen.
O God, the strength of the weak and the comfort of sufferers: Mercifully accept our prayers, and grant to your servant the help of your power, that this sickness may be turned into health, and our sorrow into joy; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.
